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Introduction  
 
For years Smith Wigglesworth, Kenneth Copeland, Sister Francis Claire, Kenneth 

Hagin, C. S. Lewis and A. Tozier have taught me what the Spirit has shown them. 

Each one has a different gift or message, just as the body of Christ; each part has a 

different function. Thus their main message varies because they’ve seen from a

Chapter 1 -  Establish the Basics (Keys) 
 
Never, never, never read the Bible alone. The danger is that you will be full 

filling the scripture, “there is a way that seems right to man, but it ends in 

death.” Far too many of today’s ministers are educated “as man sees it.” 

Much of what is being preached today has been passed down from preachers 

that saw the message in a logical sense. 

 

Where ever two or more are gathered there He shall be also. Of course, He’s 

in the sons that are praying, so when you are praying, in Jesus’ name, there 

are two or more gathered. He even prays for you when you don’t know what 

to pray. 1 Cor 14:14 - For if I pray in an unknown tongue, my spirit prays, 

but my understanding is unfruitful. Scriptures refer to this as speaking in 

tongues. You don’t have to go to the trouble to get another person to pray 

with, if that is what is holding you back. However it couldn’t hurt, because 

two people praying have the power of three-plus. 

  

Always ask your best friend or Counselor to be there to explain and 

interpret. My favorite request to Him is, “Show me what this means” or 

“What would you have me to learn from this.” You are not reading the 
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Scriptures at your own unction. He has urged you. Therefore, He is waiting 

for you to request His help. 

 

Always return to the basics if the message is vague: 

John 1:1 - In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and  

       the Word was God. 

John 1:2 - The same was in the beginning with God. 

John 1:3 - All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing  

       made that was made. 

John 1:4 - In him was life; and the life was the light of men. 

John 1:5 - And the light shineth in darkness; and the darkness comprehended  

       it not. 

John 1:10 - He was in the world, and the world was made by him, and the  

       world knew him not. 

John 1:11 - He came unto his own, and his own received him not. 

John 1:12 - But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become  

       the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name: 

John 1:13 - Which were born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor 

of  

       the will of man, but of God. 
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John 1:14 - And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we  

       beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of  

       grace and truth. 

Col. 1:16 - For by him were all things created, that are in heaven, and that 

are  

        in earth, visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or  

       principalities, or powers: all things were created by him, and for him:  

      (There is nothing else in the universe, as we know it, that can create or  

       form things.) 

Col. 1:17 - And he is before all things, and by him all things consist. 

Col. 1:18 - And he is the head of the body, the church: who is the beginning,  

       the firstborn from the dead; that in all things he might have the  

       preeminence. 

Mat 16:19 - And I will give unto thee the keys of the kingdom of heaven: 

and  

       whatsoever,  

Rev 1:18 - I am he that liveth, and was dead; and, behold, I am alive for  

       evermore, Amen; and have the keys of hell and of death. 

 

Keys: 
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1.   Basics, facts that help you understand details. 

A.  Basics, Jesus is there in the beginning and was with God. 

B.  Basics, Jesus made all things and all things are in Him. 

C.  Basics, Jesus created all things, for His self. 

D.  Basics, these things can only consist and exist by Him.  

E.  Basics, Jesus was made flesh and dwelt among us. 

F.  Basics, Jesus is the Son of God. 

     G.  Basics, we, the body of Christ are heir to all of the preceding things,  

            therefore all things apply to and for us. 

 

2.  Keys, to understand the hidden meanings and knowledge of Christ Jesus.  

A.  If you are anointed, like Peter, with the knowledge that Jesus is the 

Son of God and that Jesus is the Christ that was prophesied, you will 

understand. Mat 16:19 - I will give you the keys of the kingdom of 

heaven; 

B.  Jesus gives all that is His to us, Luke 15:31,  

C.  1 John 5:5 - Who is it that overcomes the world? Only he who 

believes that Jesus is the Son of God. 

D.  Rev 2:7 - He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the 

churches. To him who overcomes, I will give the right to eat from the 
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tree of life, which is in the paradise of God. He will give you to 

understand the tree of life/the Bible/the Word. 

E.  Rom 8:17 - and if children, then heirs, heirs of God and joint heirs 

with Christ, if in fact, we suffer with him so that we may also be 

glorified with him. 

F.  Heb. 1: 2 - but in these last days he has spoken to us by a Son, whom 

he appointed heir of all things, through whom he also created the 

worlds. 

 

The scriptures describe the body of Christ with Jesus as the head and us as 

the body. This is strictly an example of how different we are and how the 

difference is necessary because of the various jobs we’ll have in the Father’s 

House. As I have described later in this message, the scriptures are written 

for the wise and not so wise (in the carnal sense), the new baby Christian (on 

milk) as well as the Christian man (eating meat). As full-grown Christians, 

with full rights as Sons, the position varies depending on the quantity of 

faith, knowledge and wisdom that you have been blessed with so far. 

Spiritual growth brings more faith and knowledge.  
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I realize that we are the “head not the tail”, (of mankind), Deut. 28: 13 - And 

the LORD shall make thee the head, and not the tail”, but the Bible also 

describes an example of the body parts in:  

1 Cor. 12:14 - For the body is not one member, but many... etc. I sometimes  

      feel that I’m most likely the undesirable part listed in: vs. 24. 

1 Cor. 12:24 - For our comely parts have no need: but God hath tempered 

the body together, having given more abundant honour to that part which  

       lacked.  

So try to do without me and the body will not learn what the Spirit has given 

me to share or invest. Just as the physical body would become malnourished, 

jaundiced, impacted, anemic, etc. if parts of the physical body was not used. 

Such an example! 

 
We are actually parts of the head of the body. As coheirs with full authority, 

responsibility, gifts and rights, as given to us by Jesus, we are equal as Sons 

and will rule in the same capacity as Jesus. 

 

As this writing goes on, I’ll point out to you and give examples that prove 

the Christian’s (our) walk is the same now as it was written in the Scriptures. 
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The Spirit has shown me that God’s people all walk the same walk, OT, NT, 

2000 BC, 900 AD or now.  

The scriptures are the same. The basic walk is the same step by step. The end 

of time for the various body parts is the end of the old man within. The end 

of time for the corporate body of Christ has not been revealed to me. Many 

people have tried to explain the corporate end, but I’m not convinced that 

their explanation is not what “seems right to man.” 

What is broadcast in the scriptures however, may or may not be exact or real 

events that will take place. Jesus spoke in parables for a reason,  

Mat 13:11 - He answered and said unto them, Because it is given unto you to 

know the mysteries of the kingdom of heaven, but to them it is not given. 

Much of the scripture is allegorically written, so until it is shown to me by 

my counselor, I can only wonder. I see an extraordinary amount of natural 

disasters, like volcano europtions, tornados, mud slides, rain from El Nino 

(the child will lead them), fires, insects, extremes in heat and cold, killings 

and other criminal activities, comets, etc. Is El Nino one of the “little 

children” that will lead them to Christ Jesus for help? I find these events 

interesting, but not worry-some. Jesus asked how it was that we could not 

read the signs of himself. Maybe we’re not even reading the signs of the 

physical events going on around us. 
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God never changes and the message and meaning is the same for me and for 

you, now, as it was for the people in 90 AD, 900 AD, 1800 AD or today, etc. 

(Do I hear an Amen?) God does not change; neither will the parts of His 

body. The only differences might be the individual circumstances, i.e.: what 

causes you to reach the bottom before you look up, what you must learn to 

reach your goal and that all Christians will fall, in some way, before they 

finish the walk.  

 

According to the scriptures, if you are not disciplined and/or chastised you 

are bastards. Some are chastised before they start the walk; some during the 

walk. Regardless, free will or not, when the Lord moves, the child eventually 

listens as a two year old does when his Father raises his voice. Resistance, as 

in electrical wiring and windows painted black, causes heat.  

 
Remember that He has not lost a one. When you resist the Son (sun) you 

will feel heat. This is explained later by a vision of Brother Hodge. When 

you reject Him, you are faced with an unforgivable sin. When you reject 

Him, you do not have Jesus in you. With out Jesus you go to Hell. Another 

way to say it is the old man in you, which is of the devil, is burnt out of you 
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by the fire of truth. On a bumper sticker was written, No Jesus no 

forgiveness, Know Jesus know forgiveness. 

 

The seed must die before you grow to the new creature that God has for you 

to be. Before the new man can be raised the old man must ceases. John 

12:24, the grain of wheat must die . . .  We all go through the same process. 

What comes easy for you may not be easy for me, when learning and using 

God’s Word. We all go through the same process, in that, what may be hard 

for me may be easy for you to learn and visa versa.  

I tell you all this so you’ll know where I’m coming from, my love of God, 

belief that Jesus is the prophesied Son of God and to give you knowledge 

and wisdom from the Holy Spirit. Rule number one, as you read this: TEST 

EVERY SPIRIT. Then go to the Scriptures and ask the Holy Spirit to teach 

you. 
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Chapter 2 - Reviewing Questions, Answered and Proven 

 
You have to remember: 

 

1.  God is not stupid. He planned it. He orchestrated it. He oversees it. He  

     makes sure that the end is as planned. 

 

2.  God was here “in the beginning.” 

 

3.  God created “everything”, visible and invisible.  

 

4.  “Nothing” was created that was not by God. 

 

5.  Everything that God created or formed was good and perfect. The  

     difference between created and formed has caused a lot of confusion. 

 

6.  Nothing is an accident. 

 

7.  God knows the past, present and future. 
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8.  The Devil can not, did not and does not create anything.  

 

9.  The Devil has to ask permission to do anything.   

 

10. The Devil or his messengers have no power unless God gives it to them.

12.  Only mankind sees things as bad. 

 

13.  God has an ultimate reason for everything and it ain’t so that we can  

       ascend into the clouds, lie in a hammock drinking tea or stand around  

       singing and jumping up and down.

1.  If God made a perfect image of Himself, where did the pride come from  

     that caused His people to fall? 
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2.  If God is all-powerful then why do (have) God’s people fall(en)? 

 

3.  Why have God’s people made so many mistakes? 

 

4.  Who are the angels that fell? 

 

5.  Why did they fall? 

 

6.  Who are the angels that stayed back and what happened to them? 

 

7.  When the Devil asked Jesus to test Peter, why didn’t Jesus just smite the  

      Devil? Instead He asked for God to give Peter strength. 

 

8.  Have you ever looked at your life and realized that it parallels the events  

     of the Bible? 

 

9.  Why is the number 666 important, who/what is it and what does it  

     represent? 

 

10. Why is Lucifer confused with the Devil? 
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11. Who Lucifer is and isn’t? 

 

12. What is hell? 

 

13. How do Adam and Eve differ from mankind? 

 

14. What is the tree of knowledge? 

 

15. What (who) are the trees in the Garden of Eden? 

 

16. What does the passage,  “The sun will be turned to darkness and the  

      moon will turn to blood”, mean? 

 

17. Why do preachers today think that they (we) alone will see the Second  

      Coming? 

 

18. Why most preachers today will not see the Second Coming? 

 

19. In what way are the followers of Jesus similar to the followers of Satan? 
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20. How can faith be dangerous? 

 

21. What did Jesus do while in hell? 

 

22. Is the Bible written for Satan? 

 

Have you ever wondered about these questions? Read on and I’ll answer 

them, for you. 

 

First I’ll show you some of the stories that are the  same. I say some because 

there are others: 

 

1.  Adam and Eve in the Garden of Eden, Genesis - An allegory, 

 

2.  The fall of Lucifer from Heaven, Isaiah 14 - Straight out story. 

 

3.  The King of Tyre in Eden the Garden of God. Ezek 28 - A parallel. 
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4.  The story of the Israelites from Canaan the Promise Land. Genesis, etc.  

     they lived it. 

 

5.  Job, his loss of faith in God’s protection of his children.  

 

6.  David, his fall from power, because of his love of sin. He lived it.  

 

7.  The Prodigal Son. Luke 15 - A parallel.  

 

8.  The dragon. (Lucifer with the mind of Satan). Revelations 12.   

 

9.  Our Walk 

 

10. Jesus’ walk and how it varies from man’s. The events of Jesus’ walk. He  

       lived it, now we live it.  

 

By showing you all this I intend to prove the following: 

 

1.  Who you were. 
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2.  Where you came from. 

 

3.  What you’ve done. 

 

4.  Who you are. 

 

5.  What you are going to do. 

 

6.  Where you are going to end up. 

 

7.  Your future position as a Son. 

 

8.  Why this all happened. 

 

When God took Abram to the mountaintop, to show him his land and give 

him the promises.  

Genesis 13:14-17. God said,  

       14 – “. . . Lift up your eyes from where you are and look north and south  

       and east and west. All the land you see I will give to you and your  

       offspring forever . . . 
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       17 - Go and walk the length and breadth of the land, for I am giving it to 

you.”  

 

In other words, experience it all.  

 

This appears to be as good or better educator than just seeing it or hearing it. 

Abram’s experiences are then written for us to see our paths. Don’t just look 

at it. For what you see/experience is what you get. Each of these stories 

experiences the same series of events. 

 

Many of our brothers are pronouncing see it believe it or blab it and grab it. I 

say what you see is what you get.  

 

It’s kinda’ like the Jews that were afraid to go into the Promised Land, 

because they saw the people as giants and themselves as grasshoppers. If 

they had seen God’s Word, as the truth, they would not have seen their own 

fears. All those years wandering in the desert, just because they refused to, 

or couldn’t, see. We’ve done it and still do, when we rely on our own 

instincts instead of the Holy Spirit. 

Chapter 3 – Who Is The Bible Written For? 
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The Bible is written from different perspectives, but with the guidance of the 

Holy Spirit the confusion is eliminated. (Many writers but only one author, 

the Holy Spirit.) Most of the Bible is the same story or theme, however it is 

written from different perspectives. Some perspectives are written as 

allegories, some as parallels, some as straight out stories and some are the 

Word being lived in our lives. Jesus said, I talk in parables because . . . The 

Word is hidden from the wise. (They will only see what God intends for 

them to see.)  

 

Therefore, I’ll answer a scary (to some folks) question now: Is the Bible 

written for Satan? The Bible was written for everybody and everything: 

plants, animals, people, atheists, agnostics, demons, Satan … everything. 

Christians living by grace and religious folks living by the law think it was 

only written for them . . . wrong. They are as wrong as the people that say, 

“God couldn’t have created Satan, cause if He did God would be evil”.  

Col. 1:15 – 17: 15 -  He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of all  

       creation; 

Col. 1:16 - for in him all things in heaven and on earth were created, things  

       visible and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or rulers or power; 
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all things  have been created through him and for him. 

       17 - He is before all things, and in him all things hold together.  

 

1. The Bible is the Word of God. 

 

2. Every living thing is what it is because of the Word of God. It was either 

created or formed because of the Word; whether it is visible or invisible, 

light or dark, physical, mental or spiritual. 

 

3. Every living or created person, thing or substance could not/cannot exist 

without the Word. (A very simplified way of saying it is: Just as the 

plants or animal life on Earth could not exist with out the Sun, neither can 

anything exist without the Word.) 

 

4. If it ain’t living by the Word, then it wasn’t created or formed by the 

Word and doesn’t exist. Even if it is in your mind, it was created by the 

Word. If you try to imagine something that doesn’t exist, then that very 

thing or thought was/is there because of the Word. There is nothing new 

under the sun.  
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5.   All things were created in Jesus, by Jesus and for Jesus. The best part is 

that, we the Sons are in the body of Christ Jesus: therefore all things exist for 

us. That’s why Paul can say, “in all things give thanks.” That is why it is 

written, He sees light as dark, because what man sees as dark, with his 

limited knowledge, is as light.  

      Ps. 139:12 - even the darkness is not dark to you; the night is as bright as 

the day, for darkness is as light to you. 

 

6.   If you understand that Jesus is the Son of God then, you do so because of 

the Word of God. No one goes to Jesus unless God sends them. If you know 

Jesus is the Son of God, count your blessings. 

 

7. If you understand what I have written, it is because of the Word. 

 

Jesus is not evil because He “created” the devil. He created the trees and 

He’s not a tree, is He? He formed what is light (from Himself). Any sculptor 

can tell you, you form something from a preexisting substance, ex: clay. He 

created what is dark. You create something from a thought or comment.  
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The big difference, or should I say the big confusion, is the difference 

between formed and created. He formed Adam but He created mankind. 

Adam was spiritual, mankind is flesh. Which one is of God? 

 

Once you get past keys such as these, your understanding multiplies. Keys 

are scattered all through the Scriptures, but you will not see or understand 

them unless the Holy Spirit gives you too.  

 

I’ve met men that seem to have the Bible memorized. They can quote 

scriptures and name verses, but come right down to it they only know the 

words.   

 

Words can kill, as can the law. 
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Chapter 4 - A Witness 
 
The Lord spoke to me and told me that I should build a church on my 

property. I, of course, ask how. Immediately I heard myself saying, “no 

problem Lord, you’ve supplied me with the land. I know you’ll show me 

how and supply the means for a church.” 

 

In the cool of the evening, a few months later, I was sitting on the same 

porch listening to the birds’ sing, saying “thank you Father for the 

entertainment.” I was thinking, how is this church going to come about?  

While I was sitting there, a friend, Nestor, visited me. Nestor had just lost 

his house because of financial problems. He asked if I could accommodate 

him with storage, for his stuff, until he could get relocated. If I bought a 

storage-shed kit, he would build it, to be left as mine on my property, when 

he got relocated. Is that generosity or what? 

 

The storage shed never happened, but I decided to help out by rebuilding an 

old building on the property instead. During the construction my wife came 

up to me, looked at the progress, and said, “there’s your chapel.”  Nestor 

finally got suitable living arrangements, after 3 plus years. Now, I’ll be able

to finish the inside of the chapel. (Wasn’t Nestor the name of a donkey in the 

story of Jesus’ birth?) 

 

A few months later the recently deceased previous owner, now 96 years old, 

and his granddaughter 47 years old came for a visit. During the visit she 

mentioned that it was very ironic that I had chosen to rebuild the old stable 

into a chapel. She uses to milk goats and worked with other farm animals in 

the building. The stable played a part in the birth of Jesus and now a part in 

my ministry. How neat, Jesus was born in a stable and so far, at this writing 

one worker has been baptized and reborn there.  

 

This event, though not earthshaking, is one of many events in my life that 

God has used to show me that I am living the events (theme) of the Bible. 

You are too, as well as other Christians. It’s one big training session with the 

Counselor/Teachers guiding us. The Word and the Spirit are showing us 

God’s love and the rest of our inheritance. He’s showing us, like He showed 

the Prodigal Son, how to come home, the Father love and forgiveness. 

 

We, His children, the ones that Jesus said: 

John 17:12 - “I have not lost a one,”  
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Rom. 8:28 - the ones that are predestined and fore known, and are the ones  

       that use the same anointing faith and walk the same walk.  

So, He (says) is saying, do not fear because I’ve not, nor will I ever, lose or 

leave you.  

 

Some differ, like me, and step off the path now and then. What am I saying? 

We’ve all stepped off the path of straight and narrow in different ways. This 

of course causes disciplines/chastenings to come about that seem to slow our 

progress. These disciplines/ chastenings, however, are necessary for us to 

learn what we need to learn to see the extent of God’s love, grace and 

forgiveness. 

 

Another quick witness: We moved here from Omaha after strong calling. 

We had put our house up for sale, figuring it would sale quickly. It didn’t. In 

fact my wife Sue said, after 51 weeks, if it doesn’t sell this week then we 

aren’t suppose to move. 

 

During this year we had searched Tucson for an accessible house big enough 

for my wheel chair and our 5 children, nothing. Finally, we told a real estate 

broker to look for an old farm and we would rebuild the house. He found 
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one, far too expensive for us. Sue said make him an offer. If he turns it 

down, it was not meant too be. 

 

I requested him to cut the property in half. Then I offered him a fourth of the 

asking price. He said no. I wrote him a letter telling him, “That’s all I can 

offer, I hope you get what you are asking. Good luck and may God bless 

you.” He wrote back and said, “I want to sell it to a man of God, you can 

have it.” 

 

That day I visited my mother in Council Bluffs. Before I left Sue said, “Our 

house has been up for sale for almost a year, 51 weeks, to be exact. If it 

doesn’t sale this week, maybe we should think about other alternatives. 

Maybe we’re not suppose to move.”  

 

On the way home I was talking to God and ask if we were really supposed to 

move or is this something that my mind concocted. Too many things are 

holding up the move. I told God, “If we are supposed to move, because You 

want us to, then I want to see it in writing.” 
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I pulled off the interstate and headed up 84th street, wondering what could 

possess me to tell God I wanted to see it in writing. At the traffic light I 

pulled up behind a car and began the seemingly long wait for the light to 

change. In Nebraska the license plates have the county numbers and a couple 

letters preceding the numbers. On the plates in front of me were the letters 

AZ. I said to God, not good enough (to stake my future on). I looked again 

and guess what kind of car it was, with the name immediately in front of the 

plate. You guessed it, a Yugo. Of all the cars in the world to be in front of 

me. The message in writing was: Yugo - ( 2 – AZ # # # # ). 

 

When I got home I couldn’t wait to tell Sue, but first I waited to let her tell 

me about her day. The first words out of her mouth was: “The house sold 

today.”  

 

Some day I hope to put together a book of all the many witnesses of God’s 

interaction with our walk with Him. 
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Chapter 5 - Back Sliding 
 
For Christian, there ain’t no such thing. Not exactly proper English, but very 

accurate. The only people that can backslide are those living by the law. 

Whether it be their own law or the Mosaic law. You can backslide if you’re 

living by the law because you are given to control your own destiny. (The 

free will men refer to is the law or knowledge of good and evil.) If you are 

living by grace, you cannot backslide. You cannot cause yourself to loose 

what was given to you. You can not loose what you did not earn and do not 

deserve. It’s by grace you were saved by faith, it’s not of your doing. Jesus 

said, “I have not lost a one.” He never leaves us. He cannot deny Himself.  

2 Tim. 2:13 - if we are faithless, he remains faithful-- for he cannot deny  

       himself.  

He cannot deny Himself, because we were formed from Him. We are a part 

of him. Remember Adam the spiritual being was formed, man kind was 

created. Jesus never lost a one and he never leaves us. 

 

You do not backslide; instead your anointing is blocked and you are at a 

standstill. Now, the Devil may tell you that you backslide or that you never 

did have salvation, but he is full of beans. You are learning and the devil is 

twisting the truth. 
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The following may help explain why some backslide. Seed that falls on 

anything but “good soil” cannot grow; these are backsliders. They never had 

it to begin with. The rocks and thorns represent those living by the law and 

various things and entities in life that are teachers of the Sons. However it 

isn’t bad that the young sowers cast their seeds on the other soil, because 

even the dogs and birds have to eat. God’s Word feeds everything, one way 

or another. Mat. 13:6, 7. 

 

God’s children have to learn when to plant and harvest. When they do they 

are completely surrendered to God and are taking His leadership. They will 

know that God sends those He will save to Jesus. The good soil is Jesus, the 

Sons cannot backslide, if planted in Jesus.  

Matt. 13:8 - Other seeds fell on good soil and brought forth grain, some a  

       hundredfold, some sixty, some thirty. 

 

Everything that is formed or created is fed by the Word. There are those still 

under the law and those under grace. There are those that are babes in the 

Word and those that are adult Sons. There are demons, devils, dogs, two 

dimensional and three dimensional beings, all are fed by the Word. Nothing 
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can exist without the Word. That is why there are so many arguments 

concerning the Word. 

 

When you first read about backsliding you were still under the law. When 

you were born again you were not mature enough to have followed through 

to understand just how solid Jesus hangs on to the lost sheep.  

Rom. 8: 38 - For I am convinced that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor  

       rulers, nor things present, nor things to come, nor powers, 

Rom. 8:39 - nor height, nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be  

       able to separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord.  

Go ahead try to backslide. If you’re trying to make it yourself, like living 

under the law, then you will backslide. By-the-way the scriptures say that, 

“all your works are as dirty rags,” it doesn’t say all your good, or all your 

bad works, just all your works. (Chew on that one.) 

 

God gave me a neat revelation as to why we step off the straight path and 

why we can be convinced that we are backsliding. God loves us so much; He 

takes the time and space, in the Word, to explain that for those He loves, He 

chastises. If you are not chastised or disciplined you are bastards. During the 

chastisement we feel like we’re backsliding. 
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We wonder why as children, we continue to sin. Thinking that we are 

backsliding. Paul, in early writings, did a nice job of explaining it in:  

Rom. 7:15-20 - “I do not understand what I do. For what I want to do I do  

       not do, but what I hate I do.” . . . Is it any  wonder that the strongest 

urges man has is the drive for hunger and sex. Your physical and mental are 

trying to be as is the spiritual you. The spirit needs to feed from the word of 

God and needs to feed others, and the man needs to plant seed, as per the 

scriptures. I’ve seen cases, where the spirit in people was so strong, that their 

physical body and mental soul tried to have the wrong kind of relationship 

with the wrong people. The Spirit in them just wanted to love the people, but 

the untrained body and soul saw it as lust.  

 

Not to worry. Quit worrying what happens to the flesh. Seek you first the 

kingdom of God and all things will be granted unto you.  

Jer. 17:5 - This is what the LORD says: "Cursed is the one who trusts in 

man,  

       who depends on flesh for his strength and whose heart turns away from  

       the LORD. 

       6 - He will be like a bush in the wastelands; he will not see prosperity  
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       when it comes. He will dwell in the parched places of the desert, in a  

       salt land where no one lives. (Trust and don’t worry. If you don’t  

       understand it, ask and He will show it to you.) 

 

However, the Lord showed me that we step off the path because servants 

raise us until we are old enough to command the servants and of course the 

devil likes to create illusions and deceptions that keep us confused. The life 

of a Christian can be pure hell, when the devil is allowed to test us. 

Gal. 4:1-3 - 1.  What I am saying is that as long as the heir is a child, he is no 

different from a slave, although he owns the whole estate. 

Gal. 4:2 - He is subject to guardians and trustees until the time set by his  

       father. 

Gal. 4:3 - So also, when we were children, we were in slavery under the  

      basic principles of the world.  

 

These servants can even include the Devil or someone like our old man, 

which is of the Devil. The law is also a servant. When we realized that we 

can cast out demons and heal the sick, we start pursuing the course that God 

laid out for us. Then we are old enough, we tell the demons what to do. I’ll 

elaborate on it. 
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When He says, 1 Cor. 6:12 and 10:23, “All things are lawful/permissible”, 

but “all things are not profitable/expedient/beneficial/constructive or do not 

edify”, depending on which version of the Bible you have, He means it. 

When you are free, you are free indeed. Being free indeed allows us 

freedoms that can block the anointing.   

 

John 10: 9 - I am the gate. Whoever enters by me will be saved, and will  

       come in and go out and find pasture. Sometimes when we go out we  

        step in the wrong stuff and think we are backsliding. 

 

This is a point where discipline and chastening come in to teach us. This is 

the “stepping off the path.” This is where the anointing is blocked, stopped, 

hindered, interfered with. You may receive the pleasures of your heart, as He 

promises, and you may experience “he that is free is free indeed”, but when 

you do, the anointing is slowed, if not stopped, until you realize the error of 

your ways. These pleasures and freedoms may be sinful under the law, but 

you do not backslide. When the most powerful in the universe has a hold of 

you, what can make you backslide.  
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Isa. 54: 10 - Though the mountains be shaken and the hills be removed, yet  

       my unfailing love for you will not be shaken nor my covenant of peace  

       be removed," says the LORD, who has compassion on you. 

 

Things have to come about. These events have/had to happen for the 

teaching, reproof, correction and training in the knowledge and 

understanding of righteousness and other promises of God, to come about. 

Going through these things is not backsliding. 

Ps. 119:71 -  It is good for me that I have been afflicted; that I might learn  

       thy statutes. 

2 Tim. 3:16-17 - (The renewing of the soul/mind and body.) That is why He  

      says to give thanks in “all” things.  

Eph. 5:20 -  All things may be lawful, but they slow the walk because of the  

       sin.  

1 Cor. 6:12 - In the long run, God is causing all things to work together for  

      our good.  

Rom. 8:28 -  And we know that all things work together for good to them  

        that love God, to them who are the called according to his purpose.  
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Is it any  wonder that the strongest urges man has is the drive for hunger and 

sex. Your physical and mental are trying to be as the spiritual you is. The 

spirit needs to feed from the word of God and needs to feed others, and the 

man needs to plant seed, as per the scriptures 

 

We are going to have these things happen to us continuously until we learn 

the lesson needed to be learned, at that particular time. You can be sure that, 

the greater the problem we’re going through, the greater the lesson that is 

being taught. It’s still not backsliding. 

 

In Genesis 13:17, when God told Abram to “walk the length and breadth, of  

       the land for I will give it to you”, there was a reason.  

He wanted him to experience “all” things. Then he could appreciate and rule 

the land, being given to him, with full knowledge of the people, their 

weaknesses and strengths.  

 

We must understand the Promise Land that we are being trained to rule. You 

also learn what is yours for you to do His work (tools of the trade). There’s a 

message of: When you stay on God’s path you won’t need to keep washing 

your feet so often, to clean that part of you that keeps coming in contact with 
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earthly things like the dust. But, when you wash others feet, you learn 

forgiveness, compassion and humility. You learn to clean the things of the 

Earth off their feet. Cleaning their feet is a form of forgiveness. I clean your 

feet - I forgive you. I remove the earthly contact we see as sin. 

 

Another message, if I may stray a little, is the water incident. Water, being 

representative of earthly or carnal things, was walked on by Peter as long as 

he kept his eyes on Jesus, but when he took his eyes off of Him, he sank 

back into the things that are carnal (the water). We do the same.  

 

When we take our eyes off Jesus we “look back” then see ourselves sinking 

back into the carnal realm, but Jesus is always faithful and reaches out to 

grab us. When you look back and you’re living under the law, you may just 

turn into a pillar of salt. 

 

The Jews walked through the Red Sea or through the things that are carnal to 

get to the Promise Land. God divided/divides the things that are carnal to 

give them/us a dry path to walk home on. If you forget His promises and try 

to rely on your own abilities you sink like the Egyptian army. The things of 
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the world come closing in on you, unless you have your eyes on the Promise 

Land/Jesus. One of the reasons we fell in the first place.  

 

One of the reasons that this is not going to be a three hundred page book, is 

that I will not embellish on what the Spirit has given me. “What seems right 

to man”; may not be the intent of the Spirit. I need to question each word 

that I write, to see if it’s me or the Spirit saying it. I test every word and 

compare it with the Scriptures, old and new; then ask Him to verify it. 

 

We cannot earn salvation,  

Eph. 2:8 - For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of  

       yourselves: it is the gift of God: 

Eph. 2:9 - Not of works, lest any man should boast.,  

That is why baptism, our initial step towards God, is done with water or that 

which is carnal. Water baptism is our acting on God’s urging us to go to 

Jesus. By admitting our sin and being baptized in water, we take the first 

step, then God takes it from there and covers us with Grace. (Too deep for 

now.) The Spiritual baptism has to be done by God. That’s the Spiritual 

intercourse that causes the rebirth. The making new of the spirit. The best 

part of Spiritual baptism, for His Sons, is that you only have to ask for it.  
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Luke 11:13 - If ye then, being evil, know how to give good gifts unto your  

       children: how much more shall your heavenly Father give the Holy  

       Spirit to them that ask him? 

 

There is an ultimate goal. A goal when known, explains just why a perfect 

God, that makes things that are perfect, allowed us to fall. A goal that 

involves the seed planting process, the forgiveness process, loving process 

the expansion of the universe process, and the other lessons that the Holy 

Spirit is teaching us. A goal that involves the “making” new the spirit, 

“renewing” of the soul and “renewing” of the body.  

 

When things happen in my life or the lives of those around me, the Lord 

brings to mind passages of the Bible to explain these events. When the 

question of why comes up, a passage from the Bible pops up in my mind, to 

explain it. I always wondered how God talked to people. This is how He 

talks to me, most of the time. 

 

The Lord also showed me that I was to preach to preachers. This would be 

my main work. I of course ask, “why would these educated people listen to 

me? They will have degrees from colleges. They would be ordained by 
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churches and have years of preaching around the country. They would have 

written books and sermons, far more than I’ve done.”  

 

The Lord again spoke to me and said: 

1. “Because you have been studying for 28 years under the Teacher, the  

Counselor, the Holy Spirit.”  

2. “Because you have not been taught - what seems right to man.”  

3.  “Because you are the part of the Body that I have chosen to reveal this  

      to.” 

4.  “Because, I will give you keys to the Kingdom to help you unlock the  

      mysteries that have been hidden from men, the wise men.” 

5.   “Because, my Word, says in John 15:16, I have ordained you.”  

6.   “Because, as in I John 5:4, you believe that Jesus is My Son, so you have  

      overcome.” 

7.   “Because, as in Rev. 2:7, over-comers are given to eat of My Tree of 

Life  

      in My Paradise. 

8.   And I said, “thank you Lord, what would you have me to do now?” 
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A quick witness: In the cold winter of 1972, I attended a Bible study at a 

friend’s house in Council Bluffs. During the evening some black folks 

stopped by to share. They invited us to attend a service of theirs the 

following week. I drove over, from my home in Omaha, at the remembered 

time. The church was dark except a small light in a side window. I just 

thought that it must be prayer time or something for the church not to be lit-

up.  

 

I transferred out of the car and proceeded to jump the curb, in my chair. To 

make a long story a little shorter, I ended up on the ground.  

 

There I was 15 degrees below zero, in the street and no one around. I pulled 

my cushion over and lifted my body up and on it, to keep my rear from 

freezing to the street. Then I set my chair up to show my situation to any 

passerby.  

 

After some prayer an older couple and I do mean very old, obviously from 

another part of town, stopped to offer assistance. They helped me roll back 

into the car and put my chair into the back between the seats; then they 

disappeared around the corner. (I later realized the anointing had kept me 
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from freezing and angels had assisted me back into the car.) I then drove to 

my friend’s, Brother Hodge’s house and after a chuckle, he said “wrong 

night.”  

 

We talked about what the Lord was showing me . . . Are you ready for this? 

We don’t appreciate the warmth of a 75-degree spring sun, until we 

experience minus 15 degree freezing weather. We don’t appreciate the 75-

degree cool of the spring air, until we experience the extreme heat of a 114-

degree Tucson summer day.  

 

We can’t appreciate perfect health, until we experience sickness. We can’t 

appreciate prosperity, until we have done without. We, the fallen, didn’t 

appreciate the perfect conditions of Heaven until we left, out of the Father’s 

perfect environment for earthly habitation, to do our own thing. We being 

the Prodigal Sons. (Spirits cannot feel pain, cold, broken hearts, poor health, 

poverty, hot, cold, etc. That is why we inherited bodies in Genesis 6:2, 4.) 

 

The only conclusion could have been, that God is teaching us to appreciate 

His glory and love by allowing us to experience the conditions that pride and 

self-glory can produce. Pride and self-glory are very good attributes for Sons 
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of God in training, they help us reach the bottom. As with Abraham, we are 

walking the length and breath of the Land 

 

If you’re living by grace, it’s because God gave you to go to Jesus. If you’re 

living by the law, you are still eating from the tree of good and evil (the 

law). You see evil as evil and backslide. You do not see things with a single 

eye. 

 

When God finished creating He said, “It is good.” When Jesus passed on 

from the cross, He said, “It is finished.” Stop going back to the slopping of 

hogs and the mud puddle. You have been wash by the blood. He lovingly 

gives us the Bible/Word, as a survivor’s manual, to show us the way home. 

This conclusion, however, is only a small part of the total picture of our 

walk. 
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Chapter 6 - Differences 
 
There are many ways to study the Bible. Most people try reading it straight 

through, not understanding a thing. Some try memorizing and others look up 

passages that the preacher makes an issue of, thus they build their house out 

of sand. Each grain of sand is a little rock or little bits and pieces of the truth.  

 

Most sermons are nice and make you feel good, but their message will not 

last. Kinda’ like eating quail in the desert and trying to hoard it. It doesn’t 

last. God provides daily manna as well as the meat of the word. With the 

basic stories well established in your mind, the Holy Spirit shows us the rest 

and the Bible comes into focus. The doubts disappear and small parts are 

woven into the main story. 

 

You’ve all heard the passage Jesus preached about building your house on 

the Rock not on sand, Matt. 7:24-27. People build their houses on the sand 

and the wind and rain come along and beat against the house and the house 

falls. This happens to religious folks that develop their philosophy on bits 

and pieces of the truth. (sand). P. S.: the wind is the Holy Spirit and the rain 

is the River of Life or the Word. 
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The Lord revealed, to Rev. Dick Hodge, my brother in Christ, the meaning 

of the message of sand. The analogy goes thus: What is sand? Take a piece 

of sand, look at it and feel it. It’s a small rock. If the Rock is the Truth, then 

sand is small bits and pieces of the truth. A verse here a verse there (a pile of 

sand) and pretty soon you’ve got a whole lot of truths, that are not solidified 

together as a solid rock. Can you say religions? 

 

If you take a chip out of the rock, a chip here a chip there, then another chip 

and keep doing this, pretty soon you have a pile of sand. Solidified together 

as the Spirit gave it to us, they are the truth. Separately, out of context or 

theme, they wash away and leave the person with a message that does not 

help to create a solid foundation.  

 

Another analogy that goes along with this theme is: The Word is the Bread 

of Life. Take the receipt for bread. Add mustard, vanilla, pepper, flour, 

peaches, radishes, dirt, etc. Pretty soon the results are not what the designer 

had intended. Not that bread can’t be made different ways, but it must be put 

together properly, with the right ingredients. The Bread of Life is no 

different. The right ingredient will nourish you, the wrong combination will 
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most likely make you sick, if not kill you. There is a way that seems right to 

man, but it ends in death. 

 

Another . . . contractors use sand to level ground. Mainly because sand 

compacts automatically and if held in place by a form or hole in the ground 

that will not let it be washed away, it will act as a firm foundation. Take 

away the form and the thing that hold it together and it will be washed away 

and the house will fall. Take away Jesus and the Word and any religion will 

fall. He holds it together. 

 

When people preach sand, new religions are formed, with little if any 

meaning to them. They entice people that want that itch satisfied, 2 Tim. 4:3 

- For the time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine; but after  

their own lusts shall they heap to themselves teachers, having itching ears.  

You’ve all seen these religions. They send their young out on bicycles, they 

impose laws or rules that tell people, “if you don’t come to our church or 

follow our rules, then you’ll go to hell, because we are the only way, and 

without us you’re doomed.”  
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They’ve been doing that for centuries. They take the name of the Lord and 

build themselves an empire. They leave people twice as fit for hell as they 

were before they met them. Just the thing that Jesus told the religious leaders 

of His day. 

 

A lot of people have a hard time disputing these religions, because when 

they try to study the Bible, they see these bits and pieces (sand). There it is, 

they see it in print, bits and pieces of the truth. If it’s written in the Bible, 

how can you deny it? How can the new Christian, or most old Christians for 

that matter, disagree. After all, they’ve read the Bible over five minutes a 

day for a week. Religions love these people, but then you’re not to worry 

(for any reason) because no one goes to Jesus unless God sends them and He 

has not lost, nor will not lose, a one. 

 

Like I just said, 2 Timothy 3:13 to 4:5 talks about people wanting things that 

satisfy the itch in their ears. Believe me there are a lot of people just waiting 

to satisfy them and pick their pockets and hearts as well. These verses also 

explain why I feel this message must be written. 
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As Jesus said, the teacher leaves the individual twice as fit for hell as they 

were before they met them. Jesus warns us that, “many will come in his 

name”, Luke 21:8. Can you relate to that? Every day they come in His name, 

with their laws and sand. 

 

One example of this is the followers of John the Baptist (not just the Baptist 

Religion). Though in fact most religions are this way, unless their preacher 

is Spirit led. They are still on works. They take their followers to the river 

baptize them and never go any further. They talk the problem, but only give 

the starting point of the solution.  

 

They do not enter into the Promiseland because of the mental, physical and 

spiritual giants. They feel they are not worthy because of their lack of 

knowledge of the Bible. As did John the Baptist, they still wonder if Jesus is 

the real Messiah, should they put all their faith “in one basket.” Should they 

really believe all of His words? 

 

Moses did exactly the same thing; he led them through the water, but not 

into the Promise Land. Like most religions they then wander in the desert. 

However, after they are born of the Spirit the old man dies and they enter the 
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Holy Land. Now that’s got to ring a warning bell. By now you should be 

seeing a new picture. All this is meant to be, but do you see how far our 

religious training has led us astray? Everything has happened for us to see 

God’s love and plan. Say “THANKS” in all things. 

 

Another message I’ve been shown is the scriptures all deal with the three 

phases of the reader. The mental or soul (born on the 6th day), the physical 

or flesh (born on the 6th day) and the spiritual (born of Satan on the 6th day) 

are the three phases of man that the Bible deals with. Thus the old man that 

must die out is the 666. There is more later, on 666.  

 

As I’ve stated in the last chapter, our flesh and blood are of the devil and the 

spirit is of the devil, until it is born again. Flesh and blood cannot enter into 

the Kingdom. This flesh and blood is the old man. When your flesh and 

blood is renewed and your spirit is made new they are of Jesus, and then 

they can enter into the Kingdom, like Jesus did when He ascended.  

 

John had his job and did it well, but to follow Jesus you have to let the Spirit 

take you past the water baptism. The confession, by man is his realization of 

his sin. This opens the door to “coming to Jesus” and His Grace, which is the 
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Spirit’s part. Most religions don’t teach the blessings of the “free Spiritual 

gifts” or that neither John the Baptist, nor Moses were ever spiritually reborn 

or reach the Promise Land. 

 

The message of the Holy Spirit is a giant to religious people. The things of 

the Promise Land are too big for them. They are like grasshoppers. The gifts 

seem out of their reach. The Spiritual powers are too big to understand. They 

are afraid.  

 

Their faith is so limited that they do not reach for and can not receive the 

Spiritual gifts. I know because after 28 years of studying the scriptures, I 

finally realized and confessed, that the Bible is 100 percent true and every 

part of it was meant for me. A big “duh” on my part? Not necessarily 

because, the Holy Spirit gives us to understand. Some of us just have a 

thicker skull. Some of us Lucifer’s and Adam’s just had/have too much pride 

to trust completely in anyone but ourselves.  

 

If the healing does not come immediately, the faith is not strong enough to 

wait for the manifestations of the Word. So they go with what they can see. 

They go with what their physical senses give them. Heb. 11:1 tells us what 
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faith is: “the assurance of what we hope for and certain of what we do not 

see.”  

 

They do not see it; therefore their faith will not let them preach it, so they 

teach fear. To them it is as if the truth doesn’t exist. False doctrine is 

preached. We learn that fear (of earthly things), not trusting the Lord and the 

absence of faith is sin.  

 

By the way, most preachers do not understand fear of God. They try to pass 

it off as reverence, their only understanding of the word. That’s not all that 

bad, but dilutes the meaning. When God says fear He means fear. Until you 

are a born-again son reverence is important but fear makes you want to 

avoid hell. When God says fear, those that are not perfect and don’t want to 

follow Him and are still under the law, had better fear. For when the child is 

called, he’d better listen.  

Deu 28:58 - If thou wilt not observe to do all the words of this law that are  

       written in this book, that thou mayest fear this glorious and fearful  

       name, THE LORD THY GOD; 

Luke 12: 5  But I will warn you whom to fear: fear him who, after he has  

       killed, has authority to cast into hell. Yes, I tell you, fear him! 
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Again . . . The Living Word/Bible was written for all beings. Even the birds, 

even the flowers, even the dogs, even the demons, even those under the law, 

even the atheistic, for all things were created by Him and for Him. They 

were created by the Word cared for by the Word and fed by the Word. The 

Word gives life to all things. For example even the dogs eat the crumbs from 

the table. He takes care of the birds, etc. 
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Chapter 7 - Chastisement Leads to Knowledge and Perseverance 
 
Like the undisciplined child that continues to break things or mouth off to 

his parents, the chastisement that follows hurts. Let him continue his ways 

and society will judge him by the law. Jesus does not want us judged by the 

law. He wants us to realize that He took the punishment for us. Correcting 

by discipline is love of the Father. Better a spank then a hanging. 

 

The chastisement by the Holy Spirit burns. The fire of truth burns. The 

correction or teaching by the servants hurts. The purifying of the gold is hot, 

hot, hot. Fear nothing but the wrath of God, but fear God. Fear judgment if 

you are not saved. However fear takes on a new meaning when you are born 

again. Be sure of your audience before you explain fear. Themes and keys: 

your passports to knowledge. 

 

Job didn’t return to God’s bounty until he learned what the chastisement was 

supposed to teach him. “Put your trust in God and God only. Do not fear.” 

What’s not being said is, if you don’t put your trust in God, you’d better 

fear.  
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Chastisement is so important in building faith through learning that what 

appears to be the ultimate in chastisement is in the following verses:  

Mark 9:43 - If your hand causes you to sin, cut it off. It is better for you to  

       enter life maimed than with two hands to go into hell, where the fire  

       never goes out. 

Mark 9:45 - And if your foot causes you to sin, cut it off. It is better for you  

       to enter life crippled than to have two feet and be thrown into hell. 

Mark 9:47  And if your eye causes you to sin, pluck it out. It is better for  

       you to enter the kingdom of God with one eye than to have two eyes  

       and be thrown into hell, 

Mark 9:49 - Everyone will be salted with fire. 

 

What I’d call everyday chastisement would come under the following: 

Heb. 12:5 - And you have forgotten that word of encouragement that  

       addresses you as sons: "My son, do not make light of the Lord's  

       discipline, and do not lose heart when he rebukes you, 

Heb. 12:6 - because the Lord disciplines those he loves, and he punishes  

        everyone he accepts as a son." 

Heb. 12:7 - Endure hardship as discipline; God is treating you as sons. For  

       what son is not disciplined by his father? 
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Heb. 12:8 - If you are not disciplined (and everyone undergoes discipline),  

       then you are illegitimate children and not true sons. 

Rom 5:3 - Not only so, but we also rejoice in our sufferings, because we  

       know that suffering produces perseverance; 

 

Rom. 5:4 - perseverance, character; and character, hope. 

Rom. 5:5 - and hope does not disappoint us, because God's love has been  

       poured into our hearts through the Holy Spirit that has been given to us. 

Heb. 10:36 - For you need endurance, so that when you have done the will  

       of God, you may receive what was promised. 

James 1:2 - My brothers and sisters, whenever you face trials of any kind,  

       consider it nothing but joy, 

James 5:3 - because you know that the testing of your faith produces  

       endurance;  

James 5:4 - and let endurance have its full effect, so that you may be mature  

       and complete, lacking in nothing. 

James 5:11 - Indeed we call blessed those who showed endurance. You  

        have heard of the endurance of Job, and you have seen the purpose of   

       the Lord, how the Lord is compassionate and merciful. 
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Do not worship the flesh; it is only a tent/house to live in while we’re here. 

When He gives us chastisement it is for our Heavenly good. When He gives 

us healing it’s for His glory and for us to see His love. Our renewed bodies 

will be perfect. He teaches and we learn from walking the length and breath 

of the Promiseland. Basics:  

Gen 13:17 - Go, walk through the length and breadth of the land, for I am  

       giving it to you.". The walk is a hard one. 

 

God does not punish you, but he does provide the training camp. Look at 

this way. Our president doesn’t train the special forces, nor make them run 

the tough obstacle courses and other extremely rough and dangerous parts of 

their program. However, the government does create the program to make 

the average guy a power to behold. I look at the devil as a drill sergeant that 

is a part of the training.  

 

God provides the food for strength, the knowledge to get them through the 

training and the strong bodies, minds and spirits needed for the training to be 

His Sons. He also provided the loss of memory, from before we fell. Then 

He provided Jesus, Himself, To assist us in the training. We, His Sons, will 
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then rule as compassionate and loving kings, in His image. The following 

explains this. 

Isa. 54:14 - In righteousness you will be established: Tyranny will be far  

        from you; you will have nothing to fear. Terror will be far removed; it  

        will not come near you. 

Isa. 54:15 - If anyone does attack you, it will not be my doing; whoever  

       attacks you will surrender to you. 

Isa. 54:16 - "See, it is I who created the blacksmith who fans the coals into  

       flame and forges a weapon fit for its work. And it is I who have created  

       the destroyer to work havoc..” 

 

This is why I’m trying to share these messages that the Spirit has given me. I 

will not invest them unwisely. I will not dig a hole in the backyard and bury 

them. I will invest them wisely. I pray the Spirit gives you the anointing of 

discernment to understand them.  

 

After going through the Bible a dozen times the Lord showed me that there 

is a thread (theme) going through it. A golden thread if you will, that ties the 

Word together. If you see and understand this thread, it will keep the 
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message from becoming sand. See the comparison charts in chapter nine for 

the main thread. 

 

While studying Bible Doctrine 101, from Oral Robert’s University, a 

message that there is a method of studying the Bible through “themes” that 

run through the Bible, was revealed.  

 

This confirms what the Lord showed me. There are “keys to understanding.” 

When Jesus gave Peter the keys to the Kingdom, He anointed him with 

discernment. He gave Him a gift. (By-the-way, there is only one rock that 

the Church is built on and that is the Christ/Anointed/Messiah Jesus and His 

Anointed Body; not Peter the individual, as solid as Peter may seem. Peter’s 

knowledge that Jesus was the prophesied Christ/ Anointed One and Son of 

God showed that he had knowledge that only God could reveal. (John the 

Baptist did not have this anointing.). This anointing is what the church was 

to be built on. God gave him this knowledge; he did not gain it from 

anything else. 

 

The “keys” are the clues God gives us to understand or take the Word out of 

the hidden realm. You know the realm that hides the Word from the wise. 
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There are however bits and pieces of the truth that stand alone, and these are 

called hapax. Even the greatest preachers do still not understand some of 

these verses. This is why the body of Christ must come together and share or 

feed each other, this bread of life.  

 

If the Body works together, they will get the whole picture. A solid 

understanding, if you will. The backside shares with the front side of the 

body of Christ. This brings to mind why most churches don’t advance as fast 

as it is possible. Most preachers, that I have known, think they are above 

listening to the revelations of their church body. When in fact these same 

preachers studied from information put together by men, that in many cases 

were not shown by the Holy Spirit. They just seemed right (to man).  

 

This confirms the scripture, “there is a way that seems right to man, but it 

ends in death.” Who can change their mind? The Church must learn to share 

what God has given each of them.  

 

Off track again . . .The Lord showed me that “keys” are the methods to 

understand the Word. The keys or anointing unlock the Word that is hidden 

from the wise, wicked and learned. They give to God’s sons the ability to 
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discern the truth, the understanding; then wisdom to see and use the message 

in Word.  

 

Preachers that preach the Word from the Rock see it accurately. From their 

perspective they share what God gives them. Preachers that don’t, build their 

houses or temples of their congregation, on the sand. The Spirit and Christ 

will come along and wash them away. 

 

In the body of Christ we all have our place, as in  Romans 12. One part is as 

important as the rest. That is a very important reason for the body of Christ 

to come together, to share God’s gifts. As follows: (the parts of the body of 

Christ) the eye sees the Word, different than the toe. The stomach sees it 

different than the back and the elbow sees it different than the knee. All see 

the truth, as shown them, but from a different perspective. If we are not wise 

enough to share, then we only have part of the story. If we do not have the 

gift of discernment, knowledge and wisdom, then again we cannot be 

complete.  

 

Try to picture a crash scene with fifty people around it, across the street up, 

the street, etc. As with most witnesses, they see the events differently. Some 
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see the first part of the story; some see the last part of the story. Some see it 

from the front; some see it from the back. Some see the first minute and third 

minute of the event, some see the second and fourth minute very clearly. All 

testify to the truth as they see it.  

 

The Spirit helps them keep their writings of these events accurate. He also 

gives us the discernment and wisdom to understand them. I know that if 

used properly this message will open the door to thousands of sermons.  

 

No wonder people disagree and form so many religions. (The people that 

disagree usually are too religious to be spiritually reborn, anyway.) The 

stories differ because so much happened and so many things took place that 

one day’s events, even though they appear to be the same, are seen from a 

different perspective. God’s chosen however have one Spirit to show them 

the truth. To rally them for sharing.  

 

The scriptures say that if all that Jesus did was recorded there would be 

“volumes” in addition to the one Bible. So many things happened, that when 

two or more people witnessed the events and wrote about them, confusion 

sometimes developed, basically by those not led by the Spirit. “That’s just 
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your interpretation,” they say. Religions ain’t all that bad, He does say to 

give thanks in all things and it is good, in that if He created all things for the 

glory of Jesus, and all things are in Jesus, how could any of it be bad? 

 

So, if you believe that Jesus is the Son of God, you are an overcomer and 

can eat from the tree of life, in His paradise. If you can eat from that tree, or 

from the Word, then you are blessed with understanding. 

 

Other points that cause people to question the little things that appear 

different are: both the writer and the reader may be at different levels 

spiritually. One may be still feeding on the milk; one on bread and one may 

be on the meat of the Word.. As I said the Bible was written for all people; 

those on the law, babies as well as men of the Word. Because even the dogs 

eat (need) the crumbs from the table. 

 

I’m still not convinced that this message is meant for all. I know that we 

have to walk the walk or the length and breadth of the Holy Land before it is 

ours. I don’t want to be the cause of people wanting to take a shortcut. Like 

the guy that said, “didn’t I cast out demons in your name,” and Jesus said, 

“begone from me I knew you not.” He was not born again. He was trying to 
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enter, but not by the gate. Jesus did not (know him) have a Spiritual 

relationship with him. 

 

WOW. . . listen to me . . .as if I had anything to do with God sending them 

to Jesus. Would you call that spiritual pride? Lord please forgive me and 

guide this message to whom ever you would want to read it. AMEN.

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Chapter 8 - It’s All One Story 

 
Enough talk, let’s get to the meat. While going through a year of 

rehabilitation after I broke my neck, a Baptist physical therapist planted The 

Seed, in spite of my attempts to destroy his efforts. I came to the realization 

that I had reached the bottom. Physically, mentally, emotionally and 

spiritually. At this point in time, I realized, there was only one way to look 

(picture yourself at the bottom of a well), UP. 

 

Many times in my ministry and especially at prison, I’ve heard this 

comment, “I reached the bottom and there was only one way to look and that 

was up.” (Small world or the same walk?) Prisoners that admittedly 

murdered, raped, robbed and tortured other people, before and after their 

incarceration, spilled their hearts out. They were at their end. They had no 

hope. They wanted to end it all. Several ended up in solitary where there was 

no sun light, just a small electric light. The room was very small and the 

main contact was the food trays being shoved to them. The light provided 

allowed them reading. So when the library cart came around; books were 

devoured at an intense rate. The Bible was usually offered after all other 

books were read. Thus came the Word.  
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The stage is set. Their hearts are opened and quickened. No one comes to 

Jesus unless the God that sent Him sends them, John 6:44.  

 

It’s the same story over and over. Other prisoners have told me their story 

with the same essence. I say with authority and accuracy. The Lord chastises 

those that He loves. I’ve been there and I am there. I give thanks in all 

things, because I know why I’m there. 

The verses:  

Job 5:17 - Behold, happy [is] the man whom God correcteth: therefore  

       despise not thou the chastening of the Almighty, 

Ps. 38:1 - A Psalm of David, to bring to remembrance. O LORD, rebuke me  

       not in thy wrath: neither chasten me in thy hot displeasure.  

Psa 38:1 - A psalm of David. A petition. O LORD, do not rebuke me in your  

       anger or discipline me in your wrath.  

Ps 94:12 - Blessed [is] the man whom thou chastenest, O LORD, and  

       teachest him out of thy law; 

Pro. 3:11,12 - My son, despise not the chastening of the LORD; neither be  

       weary of his correction:  For whom the LORD loveth he correcteth;  

        even as a Father the son [in whom] he delighteth. 
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1 Cor. 11:32 - But when we are judged, we are chastened of the Lord, that  

       we should not be condemned with the world.  

Heb. 5:8 – Although he was a Son, he learned obedience through what he  

       suffered;  

Heb. 10: 36 - For you need endurance, so that when you have done the will  

        of God, you may receive what was promised. 

Heb. 12:5-13, 5 - And ye have forgotten the exhortation which speaketh  

        unto you as unto children, My son, despise not thou the chastening of  

        the Lord, nor faint when thou art rebuked of him:  

       6 - For whom the Lord loveth he chasteneth, and scourgeth every son  

       whom he receiveth.  

       7 - If ye endure chastening, God dealeth with you as with sons; for what  

       son is he whom the Father chasteneth not?  

       8 - But if ye be without chastisement, whereof all are partakers, then are  

       ye bastards, and not sons. Furthermore we have had Fathers of our flesh  

       which corrected [us], and we gave [them] reverence: shall we not much  

       rather be in subjection unto the Father of spirits, and live?  

       9 - Furthermore we have had Fathers of our flesh which corrected [us],  

       and we gave [them] reverence: shall we not much rather be in  

        subjection unto the Father of spirits, and live?  
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       10 - For they verily for a few days chastened [us] after their own  

        pleasure; but he for [our] profit, that [we] might be partakers of his  

        holiness.  

       11 - Now no chastening for the present seemeth to be joyous, but  

       grievous: nevertheless afterward it yieldeth the peaceable fruit of  

       righteousness unto them which are exercised thereby.  

       12 - Wherefore lift up the hands, which hang down, and the feeble  

        knees;  

       13 - And make straight paths for your feet, lest that which is lame be  

       turned out of the way; but let it rather be healed. 

James 1: 2 -  My brothers and sisters, whenever you face trials of any kind,  

       consider it nothing but joy, 

       3 - because you know that the testing of your faith produces endurance; 

       and let endurance have its full effect, so that you may be mature and  

       complete, lacking in nothing. 

James 5: 11 - Indeed we call blessed those who showed endurance. You  

       have heard of the endurance of Job, and you have seen the purpose of  

       the Lord, how the Lord is compassionate and merciful. 

Rom. 8:28 -  And we know that all things work together for good to them  

        that love God, to them who are the called according to [his] purpose.  
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1 Thes. 5:18 - In every thing give thanks: for this is the will of God in Christ  

       Jesus concerning you. 

 

All these and more explain that the Lord is involved in our discipline and 

that it is for our good. You need to learn to explain discipline, chastisement, 

reproves and correction, without using a “hammer on the head, school bus 

type of logic,” as explained by Brother Hagin. Beating people, on the head 

with a hammer, is not a form of love; however the properly administrated 

chastisement is love, especially when you’re showing them the proper path 

to take to get back home. 

 

If the prisoners weren’t in the predicament that they were in, would they take 

the time to study the Word? I remind them how blessed they are that the 

Spirit would urge them to study the Word and that no one goes to Jesus, 

unless God sends them. 

 

In this prison ministry; I’ve heard this story more than once. Being a 

prisoner to this wheelchair I can identify with them. None of their stories are 

exactly the same, but all have the same story line. All have the same essence. 

All of God’s people go through the prisoner period, (period of discipline) of 
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their life. The Jews did it in Egypt. The Prodigal Son did it in the hog-

feeding program. The King of Type did it when he was cast down.  

 

The prison is sin in many forms and combination, i.e.: Egypt, poverty, crime 

that you’re running from, serious losses, illness, blindness, disability, 

depression, anything that is of the Devil, etc. In other words, whatever the 

Devil is allowed to use. 

 

The created Devil has to ask if he can discipline, i.e. in Job, God gave him 

permission. In Luke he had to ask if he could sift Peter and with us it’s the 

same story. Whatever He may allow the Devil to do, He uses the 

circumstances for the good of His children. Rom. 8:28. Whatever it takes. 

Keep in mind that the old man in you is/was of the Devil (the exact same as 

the one in Lucifer).  

Rom. 8:13 - For if ye live after the flesh, ye shall die: but if ye through the  

      Spirit do mortify the deeds of the body, ye shall live. 

1 John 3:8 - He who does what is sinful is of the devil, because the devil has  

      been sinning from the beginning. The reason the Son of God appeared  

      was to destroy the devil's work. 
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Free will is what you obtain from the tree of good and evil (the law). Your 

free will is the law trying to live in you by using law as a guide. If you are 

living by grace you put your trust in God and you, as a Son, ask to become a 

bondservant. 

 

I’m convinced that free will, even under the law, is like a two-year-old that 

is carefully guided through life by a loving parent. God still guides you 

because He controls the circumstances. Just like I would guide my kids. I.e.:  

Ps. 37:23 - The steps of a [good] man are ordered by the LORD: and he  

       delighteth in his way. 

Ps. 39:4 - LORD, make me to know mine end, and the measure of my days,  

        what it is; that I may know how frail I am. 

Ps. 130:1 - A Song of degrees. Out of the depths have I cried unto thee, O  

       LORD.  

Ps. 130:2 - Lord, hear my voice: let thine ears be attentive to the voice of my  

       supplications.  

Ps. 130:3 - If thou, LORD, shouldest mark iniquities, O Lord, who shall  

       stand?  

Ps. 130:4 - But [there is] forgiveness with thee, that thou mayest be feared.  
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Ps. 130:5 - I wait for the LORD, my soul doth wait, and in his word do I  

       hope.  

Ps. 130:6 - My soul [waiteth] for the Lord more than they that watch for the  

       morning: [I say, more than] they that watch for the morning.  

Ps. 130:7 - Let Israel hope in the LORD: for with the LORD [there is]  

       mercy, and with him [is] plenteous redemption.  

Ps. 130:8 - And he shall redeem Israel from all his iniquities. 

Ps. 139:13 - For it was you who formed my inward parts; you knit me  

       together in my mother's womb. 

Pro. 3:6 - In all thy ways acknowledge him, and he shall direct thy paths. 

Isa. 43:7 - [Even] every one that is called by my name: for I have created  

        him for my glory, I have formed him; yea, I have made him. 

Isa. 45:2 - I will go before thee, and make the crooked places straight: I will  

       break in pieces the gates of brass, and cut in sunder the bars of iron:  

Isa. 45:3 - And I will give thee the treasures of darkness, and hidden riches  

        of secret places, that thou mayest know that I, the LORD, which call  

        [thee] by thy name, [am] the God of Israel.  

Isa. 45:4 - For Jacob my servant's sake, and Israel mine elect, I have even  

       called thee by thy name: I have surnamed thee, though thou hast not  

       known me.  
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Isa. 45:5 - I [am] the LORD, and [there is] none else, [there is] no God  

        beside me: I girded thee, though thou hast not known me: 

1 Thes. 5:18 - In every thing give thanks: for this is the will of God in Christ  

       Jesus concerning you. 

 

It is obvious that after (and even during) these episodes or periods where 

you can only look up, as in prison, that the chosen, eventually respond in 

similar ways. We do it too. 

 

The Lord showed Brother Hodge an analogy that explains what happens 

when we resist the Spirit. When we resist God’s calling: Touch a window 

pane on a sunny day. The clean window allows the heat of the sun to come 

in and offers no resistance. The window is relatively cool and the warmth is 

on the inside. Now touch a window that has been painted black and resists or 

blocks the sun from coming in. Hot ain’t it. That window is the same as us. 

When we resist the Spirit from coming in it gets very hot. The Devil is 

allowed to discipline us so that we turn to the guidance, peace and comfort 

of the Lord. (planned parenthood) 
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The free will seems to melt when we resist the Spirit. Keep comparing 

yourself to a little child. You may toddle around the house breaking things, 

but your Father always guides/disciplines/chastens you to do what is right.  

 

God knows exactly how much heat you can stand and allows you a way out. 

By-the-way, the way out is Jesus and the gifts/power. I cast you out Satan, 

be gone from me, I put on the full armor of God, praying, etc. However you 

must keep in mind that the heat will return until the lessons are learned. As 

the black paint of resistance disappears, the warmth enters in and the surface 

or flesh cools down. 

 

When Jesus said, I have not lost a one. He meant just that. If the sheep does 

not want to come back to the herd the Shepherd does not let him stray. He 

guides him home. He does not, nor will not leave us regardless of our desire 

to stray. Believe me, He knows His sheep. Visualize a loving father applying 

a swat on the butt, not a punch in the mouth. If the hand or eye causes you to 

sin and you don’t turn because of it, then the sin stops the anointing and they 

have to go. They meaning, the part of you that is hanging on to the things of 

the flesh. 
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I speak from experience. If you worship the flesh then the loss is, to the 

carnal logic, terrible. If chastisement is what it takes, to cause this spirit to 

turn, then I’ll take chastisement that results in Eternal Life anytime. Now 

that I’ve accepted Christ Jesus and He’s shown me the promises, I realize 

my healing will be total, not just the visible affliction. The verse explaining 

this is the leper that turned to thank Jesus. He was healed mind, body and 

spirit. The ones that did not turn were only healed physically. 

 

Some of my favorite Brothers mention in their sermons the disciplines that 

they were given that led them to their messages of faith, prosperity and 

healing. They do not preach them as disciplines or chastisements, just the 

Devil being nasty; but I see them as disciplines or chastisements.  

 

Brother John G. Lake was plagued with intestinal problems, that killed half 

of his 15 or so, siblings. He admitted this drove him to find a way to over 

come ill health.(the Christ) 

 

Brother Kenneth Hagin was a cripple complicated with heart problems and 

his healing, by God, gave him a powerful message of faith and healing. Keep 

remembering that the disability led to God’s glory. It was the resulting faith 
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and healing that was to His glory. The healing would not have been possible 

without the disability. The faith would not have been there without the 

calling, resulting in the hearing. 

 

Brother Kenneth Copeland and his wife Gloria were poverty stricken and 

without a lot of hope. But through their prayers and faith in the Word, their 

lives were changed and a powerful ministry, of prosperity, was born.  

 

Brother Oral Roberts was sick and almost died of tuberculosis; out of it 

came a powerful ministry. He said, “I think everybody is sick in some way. 

Therefore we all need a physician.”  

 

Sister Francis Clare wanted to quit the service. She felt her cause was 

hopeless. The Spirit touched her and told her that the Church needed her 

now that she was born again.  

 

Brother Smith Wigglesworth had a crippling disability and out of it came a 

very powerful ministry. 
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Look at it this way, the Prodigal Son would not have turned from his ways to 

return home if he had not run out of money and fell on hard times. The Jews 

would never have turn from a live in the land of sin if they had never been in 

slavery and abused. Neither one would have wanted to return to the 

Promiseland if they have everything just right in their land of sin. This is our 

walk also.  

 

By-the-way, have you ever noticed that the major chastisements happen 

while you’re living under the law? When you’re living under grace, only the 

old man in you suffers. What ever it takes to cause you to turn is cause to 

say thanks, as in “give thanks in all things.” If your eye causes you to sin . . . 

If your hand causes you to sin . . . 

  

All the Apostles were chastised and look what they did in the Body of 

Christ. They knew how to caste out demons, heal each other and bring down 

the thunder, if need be. They realized, that in each chastisement, a lesson is 

waiting to be learned. If you are not chastised, you are illegitimate. 

 

Can you logically, honestly or sensibly think that these men would be the 

great preachers that they are or were, if they hadn’t had the experiences that

they did, to draw from? If they hadn’t reached the bottom, so they wanted to 

look up. Can you see how God was allowing the Devil to plague them so 

that they would have the experience, where-with-all or ‘that part of their 

walk-through the Holy Land’ to preach from as they have (do)? Would we 

have learned anything from Job, Adam, the Prodigal Son, etc. if they had not 

fallen. Let’s say it this way, if they were not chastised. 

 

They may have become preachers, but what would they have drawn from to 

show and prove their faith. Their perseverance and faith were tested and 

forged. Just as the gold in the fire.  

1 Cor. 11:32 - But when we are judged, we are chastened of the Lord, that  

       we should not be condemned with the world.  

Heb. 12:5 - And ye have forgotten the exhortation which speaketh unto you  

      as unto children, My son, despise not thou the chastening of the Lord,  

       nor faint when thou art rebuked of him:  

Heb. 12:6 - For whom the Lord loveth he chasteneth, and scourgeth every  

        son whom he receiveth.  

Heb. 12:7 - If ye endure chastening, God dealeth with you as with sons; for  

      what son is he whom the Father chasteneth not?

So be earnest, and  

       repent. 

 

Most preachers will tell you that sickness and disabilities are not from God. 

But, God did create “all” things, visible and invisible, some of which the 

Devil uses to bedevil us. A dog does what a dog does, because it was created 

to do so. The Devil does what he does, because he was created to do so. 
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Well then, take a look at Saul. One may say that blindness is strictly of the 

Devil. Look how it was used to convert Saul. The point is that sickness, 

disabilities, poverty are disciplines, through the servant Devil, to turn people 

(whether he knows it or not).   

 

Again, in Him, by Him and for Him all things were made, whether visible or 

invisible. The Devil can not create a thing. Therefore the curse and its 

components were created by God/Jesus/the Spirit. They were not, however 

formed from God, just created by God. (big difference)  

 

Flesh and blood can not enter the Kingdom, so just how important are they? 

Answer: Flesh and blood give the spirit a temple or place to exist. It gives 

the fallen spirit, the opportunity to know: pain, hunger, sickness, poverty, 

etc. A reason to repent. 

 

You have to ask your self, if God is Omnipotent how could He allow a thing 

such as pride exist? We had to fall, to start God’s plan. Pride was the 

ignition switch, needed to cause us to fall. To cause us to feel greater than 

God.   
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How could He allow the Devil to exist? The Devil has to exist, to guide us to 

fall. He then reeks so much havoc, that it causes us to look to God for relief, 

whether the Devil knows it or not. Like the Prodigal Son. 

 

He formed light, formed Adam and created darkness, created mankind.  

Genesis 1:27 - God created man in his [own] image, in the image of God  

       created he him; male and female created he them. (He created the flesh.) 

Genesis 1:31 - And God saw every thing that he had made, and, behold, [it  

       was] very good. And the evening and the morning were the sixth day. 

Gen. 2:5 - And every plant of the field before it was in the earth, and every  

        herb of he field before it grew: for the LORD God had not caused it to  

        rain upon the earth, and [there was] not a man to till the ground.  

Gen. 2:6 - But there went up a mist from the earth, and watered the whole  

       face of the ground.  

Gen. 2:7 - And the LORD God formed man (Adam) [of] the dust of the  

      ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became  

       a living soul.  

Gen. 2:8 - And the LORD God planted a garden eastward in Eden; and there  

      he put the man whom he had formed. (Adam) 
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Genesis 3:21 - Unto Adam also and to his wife did the LORD God make  

        coats of skins, and clothed them. 

 

Adam was form before the second day,  Genesis 2:5, he was a spirit. He lost 

his anointing or covering when he sinned. God gave him animal skin, 

“human/animal” flesh for a covering, as in Genesis 3:21.  

 

Mankind was created on the 6th day. He was (6) flesh and blood, (6) soul 

and (6) spirit. (Which is explained by Paul, as of the Devil). That is why 

Cain could go to the land of Nod to take a wife. He went from God’s garden 

where spirits dwelled, to the land of Nod and fleshly men. (Still with me?) 

Cain took a wife in Gen 6:1-2. He, as a spirit which was naked or without 

anointing, entered into woman in a similar manner as the Holy Spirit entered 

into the Virgin Mary. Thus the fallen spirit had a body of flesh. Gen. 4:17 is 

a repeat of Gen. 3:21. God’s anointing was removed because of sin and the 

fallen sons lived in flesh from then on until they are reborn. (When the 

woman’s child first moves, they call it “quickening”. At that point in time 

the baby first shows life, when it’s spirit enters it. This does not give people 

the right to murder unborn children, judgment day will account for those that 

do.) 
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For your convenience I’ll repeat the following: God’s plan is causing well-

being and creating calamity: 

Isa. 45:7 - I form the light, and create darkness: I make peace, and create  

       evil: I the LORD do all these [things]. 

Isa. 54:16 - Behold, I have created the smith that bloweth the coals in the  

        fire, and that bringeth forth an instrument for his work; and I have  

        created the waster to destroy. 

Deu 30:15 - See, I have set before thee this day life and good, and death and  

       evil; 

Ps. 139:12 - Yea, the darkness hideth not from thee; but the night shineth as  

       the day: the darkness and the light [are] both alike [to thee]. (When you  

       can see with a single eye, as God does, you can see only good. Only the  

       flesh, living by the law, can see bad.) 

Prov. 16:3 - Commit to the LORD whatever you do, and your plans will  

       succeed. 

Prov. 16:4 - The LORD works out everything for his own ends - even the  

       wicked for a day of disaster. 

Prov. 16:5 - The LORD detests all the proud of heart. Be sure of this: They  

       will not go unpunished. 
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Rom. 8:20 - For the creature was made subject to vanity, not willingly, but  

       by reason of him who hath subjected [the same] in hope, 

 

What does all this lead to? Answer: Understanding of knowledge. Faith 

comes from hearing. 

 

These lessons show people that by turning back to their Father God and 

accept Jesus as the prophesied Son of God, their lives are again as pure and 

good as they were before Adam, the Prodigal Son, Lucifer, the King of Tyre 

and the Jews that left their Father’s facilities or domain. They accepted a life 

other than what the Father originally gave them and received the curses that 

went with it.  

 

Thank you Jesus for showing and providing us with a way out of our 

“stupidity” and “pride.” Thank you for providing us with your armor. Thank 

you for giving us the power to cast out demons. Thank you for showing us 

the extent of your love. Thank you for this plan that will lead us to the full 

rights as Sons. Thank you for Your Spirit that teaches all things, Your Son 

that suffered to give us a passport home and Your great love that wants us to 

be as You, with Your glory and power.  
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Knowing this has given me the knowledge that led me to see the following: 

The Lord has shown me that you can’t really appreciate San Diego’s 70 

degrees, unless you have experienced a North Dakota blizzard or an Arizona 

120 degree day. Adam, Lucifer and the rest of them could never really 

appreciate God’s perfect domain unless they first experience hell on Earth. 

So, does this make the whole experience a training period for things to 

come? The answer is yes. 

 

I touched on the answer as to why the training period, when I mentioned the 

subject of other worlds being formed, as the galaxy expands. More worlds, 

more sons and servants to worship the Lord. We are being trained for the 

humility and love in a son-ship. 

 

Again, all of God’s children go through the same experiences in their life. 

It’s the same story. Previously I mentioned some stories that are the same. 

Here is how they are the same. 

 

1.  All are in their Father’s domain when the story takes place. 
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2.  All are rebels, in that they leave their Father’s given domain, God’s  

     orderly society or the Father’s garden. (Tracing each story back to the  

     beginning I found that pride in themselves was the most obvious culprit.  

     Prov. 16:5) 

 

3.  All lost the protection of society or the Father’s domain. 

 

4.  All fell into an undesirable setting or curse. 

 

5.  All reached the bottom and found that the life they chose was not the  

       best. 

 

6.  All look back to a better time, when things were easier or carefree, but  

        felt that life was unobtainable.  

 

7.  The Father called them or quickened their hearts, and educated them  

        about Himself.  

 

8.  Some, the ones that are called but not chosen, responded but soon lose  

     interest and go back to their old way of life. The crumbs from the table  
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      are enough for them. However, their place is important as servants for  

       the betterment of the Sons. 

 

9.  Some started back, whether physically or mentally I do not know, and  

     reach out and are chosen.  

 

10. They develop an intense hunger for this desire of the old way and their  

     Father’s grace. 

 

11. The Father prepares a feast for them. His flesh and blood, the Word (the  

     bread of life and wine) and a robe, which is the anointing.  

 

12. Their Father showed them His love, through His anointing Grace. 

 

13. They gain the knowledge they needed to confess or right themselves.  

 

14. They ask and receive the gift to discern and understand the knowledge. 

 

15. They ask and receive the wisdom to use the knowledge. 
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16. They are home. 

 

I know this is true because I’ve lived it. I know this by listening to other 

Christian’s witness. I know this because the Spirit verifies these (keys) 

stories in the scriptures. When I ask for discernment and He brings to mind a 

Bible passage that point-blank explains the situation, and relates the situation 

to His Word, I believe it. It’s the same story. 
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Chapter 9 - Comparison Charts 
 
This chapter will give you a visual message to compare the similarities of 

the Bible stories. As explained earlier, the stories are all the same. Some are 

parables, some allegories, some actual events and all are lived by His sons 

on their way back home. The following charts break the stories into 

comparable events so that you can see their similarities. You can see that the 

characters in each story are the same (Fallen Angels).  

 

You will see that we are the Fallen Angels and the brothers that stayed back, 

when the Prodigal Son left home, are the same angels that stayed back when 

Lucifer was cast out. The brother stayed back and did the Fathers work in 

the parable of the Prodigal Son and the angels stayed back to do the Father’s 

work, in the fall of Lucifer.  

 

Brother Hodge was shown that when the prodigal came back, the other 

brother took off to learn the ways of the world. Also, that it’s an on going 

thing, seed time and harvest, seed time and harvest. We return home in the 

same manner. The Father anoints us with His robe (the Christ), put a ring on 

our hand (family crest), shoes on our feet (separating us from the earth) and 

prepares a fatted calf (a banquet of the bread of life).

The Lord showed me that, as Fallen Angels, we all left home at the same 

time. We just stepped into the timetable of Earth a few seconds later than 

Abraham. Time being irrelevant in heaven, we can compare it to the 

following: 50,000 people leave the football stadium at the same time. Some 

are home by the time that some are just getting into their cars.  

 

Another way of looking at the time difference, of different sons return to the 

Father’s home, is each son is saved individually at a different time. Each are 

quickened into flesh at a different time. As sons return, brothers fall.  

Rom. 8:29 - For those God foreknew he also predestined to be conformed to  

       the likeness of his Son, that he might be the firstborn among many  

       brothers. 

Rom. 8:30 - And those he predestined, he also called; those he called, he  

      also justified; those he justified, he also glorified. 

 

Compare the events of each story. Some stories have chapters one, three and 

five and some stories have chapters one, two, and three, only. The Prodigal 

Son is a complete story, but abbreviated. The Jews leaving their Promise 

Land is complete with details. 
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One way to use the chart in our walk, compared to the walk in the story of 

the Jews leaving Canaan, Chart 5 - C. They followed Moses, the man of the 

law to them, through the water. If in your walk, you only go as far as water 

baptism, you can compare yourself to the Jews. They go through the divided 

sea, wander around afraid to enter the promise land because of the giants, 

wander through the desert then die out. (Only their young men enter the 

promise land, their offspring or the new man.) Of course the old men that 

were living in the land of sin (Egypt) or the law, die out. The young men that 

entered in the promise land, represent the new or reborn you. 

 

Solution:  Do not stop with Christian oriented religions that take you to the 

water, baptize you then babble and repeat the circumstances, year after year, 

as those that followed the Baptist, until you give up and quit your search. 

These religions are good for what they do. Just as John the Baptist was 

necessary. They create a fear then encourage you to repent. I don’t know 

about you, but I feared God when the future was only hell and brimstone.  

 

You must seek out a church that teaches and leads you to Spiritual Baptism 

and belief in the Bible 100%; the promises are your size not giants. I talked 
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to a priest in Omaha, when I was seeking, and he said the Bible was about 

90% true. A sizable number of religious figures don’t believe it is 100% 

true. I’m not just talking about priests.  

 

Read the promises and know they are for you. Then you can name it and 

claim it, name them and claim them. Do not be afraid to jump into the Word, 

Jesus will be there to catch you. You’re home and the Promise Land is 

yours.

The body of Satan is made up of those living under the law, religions and 

those that haven’t accepted Jesus, yet. The following are examples:  

Luke 8:12 - The ones on the path are those who have heard; then the devil  

       comes and takes away the word from their hearts, He enters into the  

       hearts of those seeking God and others that are religious.)  

John 8:44 - You are from your father the devil, and you choose to do your  

       father's desires.  

John 13:2 - The devil had already put it into the heart of Judas . . . (The  

        devil puts things into the hearts of his children, just as God Spirit  

        does His.)  

Acts 13:10 - "You are a child of the devil and an enemy of everything that is  

       right!  

1 John 3:8 - Everyone who commits sin is a child of the devil;  

1 John 3:10 - The children of God and the children of the devil are revealed  

        in this way: all who do not do what is right are not from God, nor are  

        those who do not love their brothers and sisters.  

Rev. 2: 9 - those who say that they are Jews (that are still under the law) and  

       are not, but are a synagogue of Satan. (We are a temple of the Lord.)

The elders and dignitaries are the Israelites living under the law, that won’t 

accept Jesus, however their position becomes ours in the New Testament. 

The rest is self-explanatory. We become co-heirs in Christ Jesus. The Father 

gave everything to Jesus and Jesus gave it to us, as believing sons.  

John 1:12 - But to all who received him, who believed in his name, he gave  

       power to become children of God, 

John 1:13 - who were born, not of blood or of the will of the flesh or of the  

      will of man, but of God. (That’s us.)  

Col. 1:16 - for in him all things in heaven and on earth were created, things  

      visible and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or rulers or powers-- 

       all things have been created through him and for him. 
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Col. 1:17 - He himself is before all things, and in him all things hold 

together. 

Col. 1:18 - He is the head of the body, the church; he is the beginning, the  

       firstborn from the dead, so that he might come to have first place in  

       everything. 

Col 1:19  For in him all the fullness of God was pleased to dwell, in Him. 

(The training we receive during the walk is to make us rulers of everything 

else.)  
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Chapter  10 - Keys, Understanding Hidden Messages 

 
The story, of Jesus and Peter regarding the keys to the kingdom, gave me to 

understand that there are “keys” to understanding all through the scriptures. 

The revelation of the anointing, as being a key was the best, for me. 

Substitute Christ with anointing and the messages become clear. (Thank you 

Brother Copeland for being there when I needed you.) Combine this 

message with the following and you will open a lot of doors to 

understanding. They give you, a way out of sin and it’s curse by knowing 

Jesus and the reasons He came: 

Isa. 10:27 - And it shall come to pass in that day, [that] his burden shall be  

       taken away from off thy shoulder, and his yoke from off thy neck, and  

       the yoke shall be destroyed because of the anointing. 

Isa. 14:25 - That I will break the Assyrian in my land, and upon my  

       mountains tread him underfoot: then shall his yoke depart from off  

        them, and his burden depart from off their shoulders. 

Isa. 61:1 - The Spirit of the Lord GOD [is] upon me; because the LORD  

       hath anointed me to preach good tidings unto the meek; he hath sent me  

        to bind up the broken-hearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives, and  

        the opening of the prison to [them that are] bound;    
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Isa. 61:2 - To proclaim the acceptable year of the LORD, and the day of  

       vengeance of our God; to comfort all that mourn; 

Isa. 61:3 - To appoint unto them that mourn in Zion, to give unto them  

        beauty for ashes, the oil of joy for mourning, the garment of praise for  

        the spirit of heaviness; that they might be called trees of righteousness,  

        the planting of the LORD, that he might be glorified. 

Luke 4:16 - And he came to Nazareth, where he had been brought up: and,  

        as his custom was, he went into the synagogue on the Sabbath day, and  

       stood up for to read.  

Luke 4:17 - And there was delivered unto him the book of the prophet  

        Esaias. And when he had opened the book, he found the place where it  

        was written,   

Luke 4:18 - The Spirit of the Lord [is] upon me, because he hath anointed  

        me to preach the gospel to the poor; he hath sent me to heal the broken- 

       hearted, to preach deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight to  

       the blind, to set at liberty them that are bruised,  

Luke 4:19 - To preach the acceptable year of the Lord.  

Luke 4:20 - And he closed the book, and he gave [it] again to the minister,  

        and sat down. And the eyes of all them that were in the synagogue were  

       fastened on him.  
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Luke 4:21 - And he began to say unto them, This day is this scripture  

        fulfilled in your ears.  

Acts 10:38 - How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost and  

       with power: who went about doing good, and healing all that were  

        oppressed of the Devil; for God was with him. 

 

Another is the key to understanding James; the works versus grace issue. In 

James, when works are mentioned, substitute:  

 

John 6:27-29 - is another key and explains that without accepting Jesus all  

        the faith in the world is dead.  

John 6:29 - Jesus answered, “The works of God is this: to believe in the one  

       He has sent.” 

God’s word is powerful and obviously works if non-Christians can perform 

from it; but you can have faith all day long and you can have faith in 

anything, but without the anointing faith, a Spiritual relationship with Jesus, 

you’re spinning your tires.  

 

Faith can be so strong that even non-Christians can use it. In Matthew. 7:22-

23, when the man said Lord didn’t we prophesy in your name and cast out

demons in your name . . . and Jesus said begone from me I “knew” you not. 

The Lord reminded me of the early stories of the Old Testament and Matt. 1. 

So and so “knew” his wife and they beget so and so. “Knew” means had a 

relationship with or intercourse. The Spirit has the same relationship with us 

when he plants the seed and we are reborn.  

The fellas that Jesus “knew not”, in Matthew 7:22-23, were not reborn. They 

were using His methods of casting out demons, but they were doing it 

without His anointing through the rebirth. They were acting on their faith in 

His method and not through the anointing one gets through the rebirth 

(knowing) with Him. It’s like driving a car that you don’t own. They had 

faith that it would work, because they saw the owner drive it, but they did 

not own it. 

 

You can have faith in anything. In James, the same thing is so. Faith, 

without knowing the One God sent (John 6:29), is dead. Just about every 

time James mentions works; you can substitute John 6:29 and the messages 

of grace prevail. Works also involve, using the gifts the Spirit gives you, to 

glorify God. If you don’t use the gifts, it’s most likely, you don’t have faith 

in the Word. You don’t believe they work. 
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Other works such as, love others as I have loved you, I see as a part of the 

renewing of the body and soul, an inviting of them/others to partake in the 

marriage of Jesus and His bride (body). If you don’t trust the Word you 

won’t love them. Works involve putting the Scriptures to work for you and 

others. If you really believe in the Word and have faith that they were meant 

for you; then use them. Not having this faith nullifies them and they are 

dead. It also calls the Spirit, that inspired them, a liar. 

 

As a member of a family, works are done because they need to be done. 

Example: Taking out the garbage. Done not to become a family member, but 

because you already are one.  

 

Other keys, worth repeating: 

 

Isaiah 45:7  God formed light but, He created darkness. God formed  

       Adam,  

Genesis 7 - but created men,  

Genesis 1:27 and Isaiah 45:12. Man on the sixth day, represented darkness  

       and the flesh. Adam (with Eve still a part of him) representing light,  
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       before shrub, plant, rain or man was created. This had to happen  

       sometime before the third day. They were spirits. 

 

Any potter or sculptor can tell you; you form things out of something 

already existing, that being God: Webster’s: form - to mold or shape. Thus, 

the light, Adam and Eve, and other things that are of Him.  

 

You create from an idea. Webster’s: create - to bring into existence or cause. 

The Devil was created the same way. Isaiah 45:7/54:16 and Deut. 30:15. 

Thus the darkness. Hell/the lake of Fire was created for the Devil and his 

angels, by God. God is not Hell. God is not a tree, a boulder, a fish, a man, a 

cloud, a cow, a cat, a dog or a Devil. Yet He created them all.  

 

He created man on the sixth day. The spiritual man was created on the sixth 

day, the day of the fall. He’s then “of” the Devil or Satan and has to be made 

new or reborn, not just rebuilt or renewed. The mental man was created on 

the sixth day. He has the mind of the Devil and he’s eventually renewed 

(given God’s peace, knowledge, understanding and wisdom). The physical 

man was created on the sixth day. He’s the body of the Devil and he’s 

renewed (healed or made whole). These steps, the making new of the spirit 
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and renewing of the mind and flesh, are done through the same anointing, 

that sets men free and removes the yoke of the Devil. Thus, when we speak 

of the 666 entity, we understand that he is one created to die out, leaving 

only our reborn/made new spirit of Jesus (the Word(s)): and in our anointed, 

made new spirit, renewed mind and body. Thus the 666 on our level. 

 

Mt. 24:34 - Verily I say unto you, This generation shall not pass, till all  

        these things be fulfilled.  

Mt. 24:35 – Heaven (the mind) and earth (the body) shall pass away, but my  

       words shall not pass away. 

Mk 13:30 - Verily I say unto you, that this generation shall not pass, till all  

       these things be done.  

Mt. 13:31 - Heaven and earth shall pass away: but my words shall not pass  

       away. 

Luke 21:32 - Verily I say unto you, This generation shall not pass away, till  

       all be fulfilled.  

Luke 21:33 - Heaven and earth shall pass away: but my words shall not pass  

       away. 
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I feel I need to repeat, while we’re touching on the subject, 666 represents 

the old man and his nature. Man was created spiritually on the 6th. day, 

created physically on the 6th. day and his soul or mind was created on the 

6th. day. Thus the old man that is of the Devil is the 666.  

 

Adam, Lucifer and  King of Tyre became as the 666 when Satan entered in. 

They became of the Devil, in the same way as, the made new and renewed 

us become of the body and mind of Jesus when, we are reborn. The old man 

is the same to the Devil as the new man is to Jesus. The Devil is the head of 

his body and Jesus is the head of his. As Fallen Angels, we became the body 

of Satan and our name was Satan. We lost our anointing and became  naked 

just like Adam. As born again Christians, we became a part of the body of 

Christ Jesus and our name became Christ Jesus. (My finger is just as much 

Roger Lainson as my head is Roger Lainson.) This is another reason that I 

know Lucifer is not Satan, he/we just had his name until he is born again.  

This name game confuses people. Satan and Lucifer are/were the same 

individual; in the same way as Satan and Peter are/were the same individual. 

Jesus called Peter or the “old man” in Peter, Satan. “Get thee behind me 

Satan.”

They, Adam and Eve were naked because the covering or anointing was 

removed. They “had” been clothed with the anointing and lost it when they 

took on Satan’s nature. Get the picture? Their new covering was flesh, for 

some the skin of “dogs.” Jesus did call people, that were not sons, dogs. 

They took on the flesh in;  

Genesis 6:1,2 - when they had relations with the daughters of men.  

This skin was later referred to as a tent by Paul.  

 

They, the Fallen Angels, became of the Devil when he entered into them. Let 

me take this a step further. God took His Spirit and anointing from Adam 

when Adam sinned, thus allowing the Devil to enter in. They became Satan, 

with Satan’s name. At the right time God sends them to Jesus, (John 6:44 – 

No one goes to Jesus unless God sends them, and also 1Peter 3:19,20/4:6 - 

He, Jesus, went and preached to the spirits in prison (hell))   Through the 

relationship, with Jesus, they are quickened and born again through faith. 

Mat. 27:51-53 

  

When the old man dies out spiritually is when you are born again. It’s 

instantaneous when Jesus enters, the old spirit is dead (darkness can not exist 

in light). The reason we keep sinning is that it takes awhile for the soul and 
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body to be renewed. The servants raise the sons until we are old enough to 

tell them what to do. The servants are and include the law as well as Satan’s 

demons and the old man in us. Rom. 7:19,20, 1Cor. 13:11 and Gal. 4:4/5:17.  

Through the salvation of the Gospel the spirit is made new. With the power 

put in us, through this salvation, we are able to obtain faith and knowledge. 

With this faith and knowledge our bodies and souls are renewed. 

 

Your soul or mind is renewed or reeducated. This takes awhile and confuses 

people. They question whether or not they are reborn.  At this time they or 

the child is being raised by servants. Gal. 4:1 - 3 - (The Devil is a servant).  

2 Thes. 2:3 – 4 - When the old man sits on the temple . . . you know the end  

       is near.  

The old man, in your temple, tries to become very powerful when you are 

born again. The Devil becomes very strong willed, especially to new 

Christians, because he doesn’t want to lose them. In the scriptures, even 

rocks and donkeys can be servants. 

 

The “end is near” because you are studying the Word, increasing in faith and 

are about to be born again. You can’t do this unless God has sent you to 

Jesus. When you are born again, listen close, the end of the “old man” took 
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place. If you are a born-again Christian, you have experienced the “end.” 

The end of the old man that was of Satan. 

Your physical man is rebuilt as the Word and/or faith in the Word is heard 

and known. The Devil again works overtime, to keep you from knowing 

your body is rebuilt through your faith, knowing Jesus has already taken the 

disability to the Cross and judging yourself healed at communion, etc. The 

Devil keeps wanting to “sift” you as you pronounce your faith. 

 

So, 666 is dead when your spirit is reborn, your mind is renewed and your 

body is whole again. Hell is made for the Devil and the old nature, or old 

man; this happens when the old man is made new and renewed. Our 

salvation, rebirth and filling of the Spirit is done so on an individual basis, so 

why would you think Jesus’ Second Coming will be a corporate thing.  

 

In Acts :  

Acts 1:9 - And when he had spoken these things, while they beheld, he was  

       taken up; and a cloud received him out of their sight.  

Acts 1:11 - Which also said, Ye men of Galilee, why stand ye gazing up into  

       heaven? This same Jesus, which is taken up from you into heaven, shall  

       so come in like manner as ye have seen him go into heaven.  
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Let me explain, Jesus has come again. He comes again when He ascends 

from your heart, by invitation, into a clouded mind. As the cloud, fog or 

haze disappears, through increased faith and knowledge, we see Him clearly                                                                                                                       

and we know He is here. We are in Him and He is in us.  

 

Mark 14:25 - Verily I say unto you, I will drink no more of the fruit of the  

       vine, until that day that I drink it new in the kingdom of God.  

Jesus is in your heart. He drinks again with you when you take communion.  

 

Jesus clearly stated that the kingdom of God is in your heart.  

Luke 17:21 - Neither shall they say, Lo here! Or, lo there! For, behold, the  

       kingdom of God is within you. Jesus is in His kingdom and in your  

        heart. So, stop looking elsewhere.  

He said, “it is finished.” Now you finish it by learning the facts, in The 

Word. Look at this. 

Eph. 2:5 - Even when we were dead in sins, hath quickened us together with  

       Christ, (by grace ye are saved;)  

Eph. 2:6 - And hath raised [us] up together, and made [us] sit together in  

       heavenly [places] in Christ Jesus.  
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Past tense. We have been raised up. We are in Christ Jesus. We are at the 

right hand of God. We are in Him and we are in Heaven. 

John 17:21 - that all of them may be one, Father, just as you are in me and I  

       am in you. May they also be in us so that the world may believe that  

        you have sent me. 

John 17:23 - I in them and you in me. May they be brought to complete  

        unity to let the world know that you sent me and have loved them even  

        as you have loved me. 

John 17:24 - "Father, I want those you have given me to be with me where I  

       am, and to see my glory, the glory you have given me because you  

        loved me before the creation of the world. 

 

This generation, that will not pass away until these things take place, is 

meant for the one reading the word, at the time he reads it. 

Mark 9:1 - And he said unto them, Verily I say unto you, That there be some  

       of them that stand here, which shall not taste of death, till they have  

        seen the kingdom of God come with power.  

That generation did not pass away until those things took place. Whether it 

took place in the Twelfth Century or now. Everything, heaven and earth, will 

pass away but my words will never pass away. Heaven, with the stars or old

thoughts that fall, being the mind and earth being the body. This leaves only 

Jesus. 

 

One of the many things that has bugged me was:  

Acts 2:20 - The sun shall be turned into darkness, and the moon into blood,  

       before that great and notable day of the Lord come: How can the sun  

       become dark and the moon turn blood? Key:  

Genesis 1:16 - And God made two great lights; the greater light to rule the  

       day, and the lesser light to rule the night: [he made] the stars also.  

A parable: the greater light is represented as the sun to the carnal mind and 

Jesus to Christians. The sun became dark when Jesus gave up His spirit on 

the cross. Until the end time or the end of the old man, when we were 

crucified with Christ, Jesus ruled the light or day. Now He rules everything. 

The end of time, as we should know it, is when we are in His body. There is 

no time as in Heaven.  

 

Satan ruled the night or darkness and of course he is represented as the moon 

to the carnal mind. Satan is the moon, he is also darkness or sin. Are you 

sitting down?  
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When Jesus rises and is put over everything, including sin, then all sin is 

covered by His blood. Therefore the moon is covered by blood – Joel 2:31, 

Acts 2:20 and Rev. 6:12.  Also, the stars are the thoughts in our mind, that 

will fall – Mat. 22:29 and Mark 13:25,  when our mind is renewed.  

 

It clearly states that God’s sons (Adam) were formed before there was rain 

or plants. He showed me, that this took place, sometime before the second 

day, after the fall from Heaven. The Heaven I speak of is the Garden of Eden 

(Genesis 1), Eden the Garden of God (Ezekiel 28), our Father’s house, 

paradise, etc., etc. Eve was from Adam or one with Adam until the fall. It’s 

one story. 

 

You see, as mentioned in several stories, of the Bible, there are two types of 

men: those of God and those of this world. Jesus refers to those of this world 

as: dogs, black on the inside, empty bag of bones, enemies, daughters of 

man. That’s why He had to be born of flesh and become a Son-of-man; to 

show us how to make the conversions. We pattern our lives after Jesus, 

when we are “made new and renewed.”  
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Genesis also shows us where the union of spirit and bodies takes place, 

Genesis 6:1-4. This shows us how the transformation was made from fallen 

spirits to men with fallen spirits. With the fallen spirit in the flesh, the flesh 

and mind are fallen. The sons of God have relationships or married into 

(became one with) with the daughters of man. God’s sons, now without His 

spirit or His anointing, are now of the daughters of man. (Seed time and 

harvest, the fulfillment of “You must be born of water.”) They are of the 

Devil, just as Lucifer is of the Devil, (don’t quit now, keep reading) but 

instead they, the fallen spirits/angels, the spirit, mind and body of the Devil, 

just as Christians have the spirit, mind and body of Jesus. The good news is 

that the old man, of Satan, dies in the light. 

 

The transformation, from spirit to being born of water (woman), takes place 

just as did Mary having relations with the Holy Spirit, resulting Jesus being 

born of water. The differences being the Holy Spirit provided the sperm and 

spirit. The fallen angels provide the spirit at the quickening of the fetus and 

the relationship of man and woman provides the sperm and egg, the Spirit 

enters in.  

Something that has been preached far too long is that Lucifer is the Devil. 

He is not. Lucifer lost God’s anointing, when he fell. (more keys). He was 
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the most perfect and the most beautiful angel from the beginning. Satan was 

a liar and murderer from the beginning. Two completely different entities. 

Just as we are of Jesus when we are born again, we were of  the Devil when 

we were born of him, i.e.: the fall, we were naked (no anointing), Satan 

entered in. We took on his name just as born again Christians now take on 

the name of Christ Jesus. 

 

A secret revealed: When Jesus went to the cross He took all the disabilities 

and yokes with Him. He was so loaded down, with the problems, sins, 

diseases and disabilities of the world, that no one could recognize Him. The 

next time anyone saw Him, He was perfect to look at.  

He entered in to hell as a conqueror, not a whipping boy. While in hell, one 

of the main things Jesus did was to cast the sins, diseases, poverty, broken 

heartedness, disabilities and yokes into the lake of fire, the place made for 

them. When He healed people He would refer to the problem as a being, a 

spirit or a demon, example: “come out of him.”  

Mat. 25: 41 - "Then he will say to those on his left, 'Depart from me, you  

        who are cursed, into the eternal fire prepared for the devil and his  

        angels

Rev. 20: 9 - And they went up on the breadth of the earth, and compassed  

        the camp of the saints about, and the beloved city: and fire came down  

        from God out of heaven, and devoured them. 

Rev. 20:10 - And the devil that deceived them was cast into the lake of fire  

       and brimstone, where the beast and the false prophet are, and shall be  

       tormented day and night for ever and ever. 

 

Another important thing that He did while in Hell those three days was to 

preach the Gospel to the dead. John G. Lake explains it this way.  

1 Peter 3:19 - in which also he went and made a proclamation to the spirits  

        in prison, 

1 Peter 3:20 - who in former times did not obey, when God waited patiently  

       in the days of Noah, during the building of the ark, in which a few, that  

       is, eight persons, were saved through water.  

1 Peter 4:6 - For this cause was the gospel preached also to them that are  

       dead, that they might be judged according to men in the flesh, but live  

       according to God in the spirit. 

They received the words of Jesus or they rejected the words, just as men of 

the flesh do. He preached to the ones that died in the hope of the promise. It

must have been instantanious, because when He died the people arose from 

the graves, but did not come out until the resurrection of Jesus. 

Mat. 27:52 - And the graves were opened; and many bodies of the saints  

       which slept arose, 

Mat. 27:53 - And came out of the graves after his resurrection, and went  

        into the holy city, and appeared unto many. 

 

The comparison of these stories will verify my writings. Some things bear 

repeating in different ways. All these stories are the same. The visions and 

revelations are to help you fill in the blanks spaces. Bear with me. The next 

few chapters will prove me out. So, keep a very open mind from hereon out.
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Chapter 11 - Other keys, to the Scriptures  

 
Because of these revelations I was able to see, when He showed me, the 

similarities of the stories of:  

1.  Genesis - Adam,  

2.  Genesis - Job,  

3.  Isaiah 14:12-17 - Lucifer the fallen angel,  

4.  Ezekiel 28:11-19 - the king of Tyre,  

5.  Ezekiel 16 the story of the wayward wife, the history of the Jews,  

6.  Luke 15:11-31 the Prodigal Son,  

7.  Mt. 22:1: the parable of the feast prepared that no one came to, the thief  

     on the cross,  

8.  2 Peter 1:19 and  

9.  Revelation 12:8-9, the Fallen Angels. (This one about threw a wrench in  

     the revelation until God revealed the essence of it.). 

 

Just as we become the body of Christ Jesus, we become Christ Jesus. My 

foot is no less Roger Lainson than my hand or head. Jesus’ foot is no less 

Jesus than His head. Our “new name” is Christ Jesus. When we are 

quickened by the Holy Spirit, we are born again as a Son of God. Anointed 
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into the body. Satan is defeated and removed from you. Darkness cannot live 

in light. 

 

Just as the fallen Angels became of Satan, therefore they became Satan. 

Satan’s right hand, Lucifer, was no less Satan than any other part of his 

body. That is why Lucifer was called Satan. Our old man is of Satan. Our 

old man is a Fallen Angel. 

 

The message is repeated in several ways. They are written either as 

allegories, parables, history or straight-out stories. Some are told from 

different perspectives and are only parts of the whole story, but they are the 

same story. Look at Charts in chapter 5. Compare the different phases of the 

stories to see what happens to each.  

 

1.  Each of the main characters were in their Father’s (Master’s) abode 

(facilities their Father prepared for them, home, house, garden, land or 

safe haven). Let’s call this place Heaven, since it was of God. Each of 

them wanted or was tempted with something they thought was better. 

Something that they felt they could obtain by themselves (because of 

pride) or from their present situation. Thus entered the Devil. 
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2.  Each lost their anointing or protection surrounding them. (No clothes.) 

 

3.  Each of them fell into an undesirable setting (bondage, sin or rebellion).  

     Again pride being the divider. 

 

4.  Each of them realized the result of their rebellion (sin or desire to do  

      better than God), after they reached the bottom. 

 

5.  Each of them (sons) has or will (as in us) desired to go back to their  

     original home, but feel they can’t. 

 

6. They are called by the Lord, whether they know it or not. He knows  

     His sheep, they know His voice, no one goes to Jesus unless the One that  

     sends Jesus calls them. The seed is planted. 

 

7.  They start back. As in the sower parable, the plants grow. The ones on  

     rocks or in thorns are the ones called but not chosen. They get excited,  

     live by faith in the methods for awhile, but have no root in Jesus and  

      soon die out. They are also the ones He did not “know.” The ones on  
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      fertile soil are the chosen. They are His sons and will enjoy the banquet.  

      Another example is the weeds planted in the crop. They will be cast out  

       after the harvest.  

 

8. They develop an intense hunger for their Father’s food/the word. 

 

9.  As in the Prodigal son the feast is prepared. In Matthew 22:1 the man  

    that was thrown out was not a son. Just as the man they were not chosen.  

     (Refer to #7) 

 

10. The Word shows them what they were missing and what it takes to  

     obtain again the anointing grace.  

 

11. They gain His knowledge through living in His anointing grace. 

 

12. The gift of discernment helps them understand this knowledge.  

             

13. God’s Spirit gives them the wisdom to use this knowledge. 

 

14. They are home. 
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Now follow me: 

 

If you’re spiritually blind you can’t see His Word, so He opens the Spiritual 

eyes. Discernment of knowledge is an eye-opener. Mat. 13:14,15 describes 

being blind and why people won’t turn and be healed.  

 

I know that since I’ve put my life in God’s hands and ask Him to guide me, 

that the things I went through the last 36 years, were necessary, just as they 

happened, Hebrews 12:1-13,  Just as Kenneth and Gloria had to go through 

the poverty period of their life to see and preach the prosperity message. 

Again, do you really think they would be able to relate, then preach the 

message, if they hadn’t experienced it.  

 

Kenneth Hagin mentioned in one of his tapes that if discipline was so 

necessary, we should hit schoolchildren on the head so they would learn 

better. His experiences were necessary to make him the preacher that he was  

today and they weren’t administered by a hammer. God administered the 

chastisements in love.  
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When God finished creating He said, “It is good.” When you can see with a 

single eye, as does God, you will be able to say, when you go through 

chastisements and disciplines, it is good. Only the law or knowledge of good 

and evil gives people to see things as bad.  

 

When Jesus gave up His Spirit He said, “It is finished.” Why do preachers 

keep looking for it to happen again? 

 

Discipline of various types is necessary to show most kids that if they don’t 

study they may not get a good job or the good things that most education 

will make available. Different strokes for different folks. Like disabilities, 

poverty or hunger. Whatever it takes. Discipline comes in many forms and 

should be administered with love. The Scriptures clearly state that, if you are 

not chastised or disciplined, you’re not His child. 

Deu. 8:2 - Remember the long way that the LORD your God has led you  

       these forty years in the wilderness, in order to humble you, testing you  

        to know what was in your heart, whether or not you would keep his  

        commandments. 

Neh. 9:19 - you in your great mercies did not forsake them in the  

        wilderness; the pillar of cloud that led them in the way did not leave  
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       them by day, nor the pillar of fire by night that gave them light on the  

        way by which they should go. 

Jer. 2:6 - They did not say, "Where is the LORD who brought us up from  

        the land of Egypt, who led us in the wilderness, in a land of deserts and  

        pits, in a land of drought and deep darkness, in a land that no one  

        passes through, where no one lives?" 

 

The Lord has led us through the wilderness, in order to humble us, testing us 

to know what was in our hearts, whether or not we would keep his 

commandments. When we are born again in Jesus, we are given the power to 

overcome the wilderness and it’s evils. The commandments appear different. 

Those that do not understand this have not “walked the width and breath” of 

the promised land.  

 

So, I had to go through this disability period to see and preach healing and 

other messages, which He gives me to give to anyone that will listen. Now I 

know I’m healed and I am hoping for an expeditious manifestation of the 

physical healing. When this happens, it will be for His glory. 
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I must reiterate; that the whole system of events, that we go through, is a 

learning then teaching and sharing process. That’s one of the reasons that the 

Holy Spirit is called the teacher or counselor and that’s why the church body 

must get together to share and care. 

 

The message, that all things will disappear and only Jesus will remain, 

becomes easy to understand if you understand the difference between 

created and formed. He says, we will be one with Him, as He is one with 

God. That which is formed is formed from Him, can not disappear. That 

which is created, such as the old man, flesh and material things, can 

disappear. 
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Chapter 12 - A Vision of Our Future 

 
If you understand this vision, then you might be able to see the following as 

a revelation of our future.  In a nutshell; we inherit all the blessings of 

Abraham, plus as in Gal. 3:13, Jesus removes the curse of the law. The main 

blessing, involving great faith is that his offspring would be as numerous as 

the stars.  

 

I can just picture the sky over Israel in those days; no smog or light 

pollution. It probably looked like the one over western Nebraska, about 30 

miles northwest of North Platte. One night after midnight, the stars were so 

thick that it was hard to pick out the main constellations. There seemed to be 

billions. Far too many to count. 

 

Let’s see, if he had billions of offspring, and all of the Sons of God have 

billions and all their descendants have billions, where on God’s earth will 

they all live. You think the traffic is bad now?  

 

Many mysteries are being revealed. What the Lord has been showing me, for 

many years, is that there can not be an end to space. It’s impossible. It has to 
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continue. And it just keeps expanding. If it could stop or end, something has 

to continue from there. The rubber-band principle, that some sciences 

believe, is impossible. In a vacuum the inertia can not be stopped. The 

bodies can not return to a central point in space and exploded. 

 

One fellow tried to debate the issue by saying that at the end of space is a 

different dimension. Well at the end of a dimension has to be a different 

dimension and so on. To make it simple, whatever you call it, there can not 

be an end. At the end of the road is a field, at the end of the field are hills, 

and at the end of the hills is an ocean. At the end of that, etc. . . .   

 

The Hubble telescope has pictured a star, in the Eagle Nebula, being formed. 

That’s an ongoing thing as space expands. God has set in motion a process 

of continued building of the universe. As the universe expands, it is filled 

with new stars and galaxies. The telescope has also pictured a planet next to 

a star and I know we’ll see more. Space, as we know it, is expanding and the 

number of stars each with planets, are increasing. Guess why? This is one 

reason why, I know my vision is real. “I go to prepare a place for you.” 

Seedtime and harvest, from the largest galaxy to the sub-atom particle, with 

us in between. 
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He’s also shown me, that there can not be an end to how small things can be, 

only to how small man’s ability is to measure their existing status. Scientists 

are using electronic microscopes to see inside the atom. Sub-atom particles 

can be seen. Have you ever noticed that molecules look like a miniature 

solar system? The suns (stars) with planets rotating around them look just 

like the atoms, nucleus, protons and neutrons, then sub-atoms. 

 

There cannot be a beginning or end to size of material, time, knowledge, 

blessings or eternity. There cannot be an end to God - forward, backward, 

inside or out. 

 

This brings up the vision: that the stars are power sources for other solar 

systems, just like our Sun is for ours. Each system, as we will learn, will be 

seen to have an Earth like ours and each of these Earths will be the homes of 

the Sons of God. As the universe expands and is inhabited each star, 

complete with solar system, will have an Earth-like planet; and each will 

have an Abraham, Moses, Satan and Jesus, complete with Fallen Angels 

(Sons). The process repeats it’s self just as seedtime and harvest. God never 

changes. 
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Our position, as Prodigal Sons that have returned, will be just as the son in 

Luke 15. Our predecessors as Angels or the son that stayed back, with the 

Counselors guidance, will guide future Fallen Angels/Prodical Sons along 

the path of learning, back home to the Father, then we will go on to our new 

mansions that are being prepared for us. 

 

The whole Bible, with the Holy Spirit as the Teacher, is a training process. 

Our period on Earth is a training period, to be as Christ Jesus on our own 

planet. But we must first walk the length and breadth of the Promise Land. 

We must have a thorough knowledge, under-standing and practice of the 

beatitudes, as in Matthew 5 and fruits of the Spirit, as in Gal.5:22-23. We 

must have a thorough knowledge, understanding and practice of the  deeds 

of the flesh and avoid them, Gal. 5:19-21.  

 

One of the reasons, I know God planned and orchestrated the training 

program, is the verse in which He admits that He caused them to go after 

they sinned. Once their training is over they are brought home to: Heaven, 

Canaan-the Promise Land, the Garden of Eden, the Father’s house or Eden 

the Garden of God. Whatever story you are reading.  
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Jer.29:14 - And I will be found of you, saith the LORD: and I will turn away  

       your captivity, and I will gather you from all the nations, and from all  

       the places whither I have driven you, saith the LORD; and I will bring  

         you again into the place whence I caused you to be carried away  

         captive. 

 

Then we will be in the complete image of God and rule on our planet with 

Christ, as did Jesus. With love, forgiveness and faith we will be able to 

increase God’s children to do His work of continual seedtime and harvest. 

 

Travel will be instantaneous. As fast as thought, we will be able to travel 

from star system to star system. We will not be slowed down by light speed. 

Light is a physical substance and physical things will not hinder us. Just as 

the speed of sound has it’s limits, so does the speed of light. God’s speed is 

the speed of thought or the speed of the Word. 

 

We will have descendants, as numerous as the stars that we must care for 

and love. We will do this with the same kind of love, forgiveness, 

disciplines, chastisements, trials, tribulations and all the blessings that God 

gives us. Our descendants will have to fall and rise as we did in Jesus. God 
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does not change and will use this same procedure over and over. His 

methods are consistent, no mater how small or how large. 
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Chapter  13 - It is Finished . . . Stop Looking into the Clouds 
 

He said it. I believe it. That settles it. As I hope I’ve portrayed, when Jesus 

was on the cross, he said, “It is finished.”   

 

That is one of the reasons for this tent that we live in. This tent of animal 

skin or flesh, as we call it. It can feel pain and all the results of sin. The 

former spiritual self, before we fell, cannot feel, as does the flesh. The 

senses, that this flesh has, are the means by which God administrates His 

lessons. Chastisements usually are administered by the devil or his demons 

and/or other servants. 

 

On the smaller scale (as compared to the universe), the mansion being 

prepared for us is the “new man” or His temple. While we are learning faith, 

love and forgiveness, we need this fleshly tent so that the training process 

can be effective. (It’s not a coincidence that both Abraham and Paul were 

tent makers.) As God’s sons through faith they prepared a place for those 

that were children of God. That revelation came to you courtesy of Brother 

Albert, a former prisoner, and now evangelist. They/we, as tent makers, 

prepare a place for the newly born again Christian, when we spread the 
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Word. The Holy Spirit completes this process. This place/body is the 

mansion, the place Jesus went to prepare, the made new and renewed old 

self.  

 

That is why He lives in us. If you knock, He will come unto you (through 

our words), and sup with you (the bread of life as we speak the Word) and 

you with Him. Again, Godsends them to the Jesus in you. 

 

Can you see that, when Jesus is in you as the Holy Spirit, that He is 

preparing the renewed you? He is rebuilding His temple, the mansion or 

place your spirit lives. Why do you keep looking into the sky for Him? Like 

He said in: 

Luke 17:21 - nor will people say, 'Here it is,' or 'There it is,' because the  

        kingdom of God is within you." He is in His kingdom. 

 

This brings to mind Jesus’ statement that He made in:  

Luke 22:18 - For I tell you I will not drink again of the fruit of the vine until  

       the kingdom of God comes."  

Now, He says, the kingdom of God is within you and He is in His kingdom. 

So, when you drink communion, He is drinking the fruit of the vine, while 
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you are drinking His blood. Maybe that is why Paul says to drink a little 

wine every night. I say, drink up Brother. 

I see the over all sequence of events as follows: During His first 

communication to us in the OT, He is God. We are in His image, so that part 

of us is our mind or soul. This part is renewed as the anointing causes us to 

gain faith, in His deity, through knowledge and wisdom, in the Word. At this 

point in our growth, we are eating from the tree of life in paradise. We see 

that the tree of knowledge of good and evil is the law and living by grace is 

better. 

During His second communication to us in the Gospel, He is Jesus. We are 

in His image, so that part of us, is our body. This part is renewed as the 

anointing causes us to realize that by His blood we are healed. That by faith, 

in the Word or Jesus, we overcome the Devil’s lies and the curse of the law. 

During His third communication to us in the NT, He is the Holy Spirit, the 

Counselor or Teacher, so that part of us is our spirit. This part is made new 

instantaneously. Just as when you turn on a light in a dark room, dark is 

immediately removed and light instantly fills the room. This is how the flesh 

sees it. The spirit sees it in reverse, in that first comes the making new of 

your spirit. 
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In the beginning of this book, I described The Second Coming: When you 

see Jesus’ second coming; you “will not have” recognized Him, any more 

than the Scribes, Pharisees and Rabbi’s did His first coming. Neither will 

you recognize the Rapture. 

( I promise). 

 

You must quit looking for the rapture, in the same way that you have been. 

As you gain in faith, knowledge and wisdom, you are being raptured. The 

rapture is not a visual one that you will see with the eye balls. Our faith and 

hope are invisible, our righteousness is invisible, our justification is 

invisible, so why do you think that the rapture will be a visible thing? We 

are saved separately, we grow separately  and we are raptured separately. 

One will be taken one will not. 

 

It is a spiritual one first; then one mental one and a physical one. Paul 

described the rapture when he said,  

2 Cor 12:4 - “I know a man that . . . was caught up to paradise. He heard  

       inexpressible things, things that man is not permitted to tell.”  

This man of course was Paul. Paul was an overcomer. Paul believed that 

Jesus was the Son of God.  
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You are being raptured or taken up to paradise, when you believe that Jesus 

is the Son of God. You can eat from the Tree of Life in the Paradise of God, 

never again will he leave it. (As did the Prodigal Son and us.)  

Rev. 2:7, as your faith and knowledge grows . . . right now and right now. 

The Spirit gives you to know, as your faith grows. “Faith comes by hearing 

and hearing by the Word of God.” Faith is a spiritual substance. 

 

Follow me closely:  

1 John 5:4 - for everyone born of God overcomes the world. This is the  

       victory that has overcome the world, even our faith. 

1 John 5:5 - Who is it that overcomes the world? Only he who believes that  

       Jesus is the Son of God.  

Rev 2:7 - He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the  

       churches. To him who overcomes, I will give the right to eat from the  

       Tree of Life, which is in the Paradise of God.  

Rev 2:11 - He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the  

       churches; He that overcometh shall not be hurt of the second death. 

Rev 2:17 - He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the  

       churches. To him who overcomes, I will give some of the hidden  
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        manna. I will also give him a white stone with a new name written on  

        it, known only to him who receives it. (The white “corner” stone, of  

        course, is Christ Jesus, which is your new name.) 

Rev 2:26 - To him who overcomes and does my will to the end, I will give  

       authority over the nations; 

Rev 3:5 - He that overcometh, the same shall be clothed in white raiment;  

        and I will not blot out his name out of the Book of Life, but I will  

         confess his name before my Father, and before his angels. 

Rev 3:7  -  And to the angel of the church in Philadelphia write; These  

        things saith he that is holy, he that is true, he that hath the key of  

        David, he that openeth, and no man shutteth; and shutteth, and no man  

        openeth; 

Rev 3:12 - Him who overcomes I will make a pillar in the temple of my  

        God.  

 

I will write on him the name of my God and the name of the city of my God, 

the New Jerusalem, which is coming down out of  heaven from my God; and 

I will also write on him my new name. Jesus is in God, God is in Jesus. Jesus 

is in you, you are in Jesus. You are a part of the Church, Jesus is the Church. 

Jesus is God, therefore you are a part of God. Your new name is . . . dare I 
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say it? GOD. After all, you were formed from Him. It shouldn’t be to hard to 

see.) You are not God, you are a part of “the” God.  

Rev 3:21 - To him who overcomes, I will give the right to sit with me on my  

       throne, just as I overcame and sat down with my Father on his throne.  

 

The point here is that if you believe that Jesus is the Son of God then, all 

these things are full filled.  

1 John 5:5 - Who is he that overcometh the world, but he that believeth that  

       Jesus is the Son of God. Get the picture?   

 

Also, if you are in the Body of Christ and Jesus is the head: then you are at 

the right hand of GOD, because Jesus is at the right hand of God. I’ll 

explain.  

 

If you believe that Jesus is the Son of God, you have the right to eat from the 

tree of life, in the paradise of God, right now, if you believe, you are/can be 

there, in Paradise.  

 

You are in Paradise if you see it and believe it. See it believe it, blab it and 

grab it. 
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The Second Coming has taken place for the believer. God/Jesus/the Holy 

Spirit came into your heart, when you asked Him.  

Acts 1:9 - After he said this, he was taken up before their very eyes, and a  

      cloud hid him from their sight. 

Acts 1:10 - They were looking intently up into the sky as he was going,  

       when suddenly two men dressed in white stood beside them. 

Acts 1:11 - "Men of Galilee," they said, "why do you stand here looking  

        into the sky? This same Jesus, who has been taken from you into  

        heaven, will come back in the same way you have seen him go into  

        heaven."  (Being taken up into the clouds.) 

This takes place when you are a spiritual baby. Remember? Everything was 

cloudy or foggy. We saw/see everything dimly.  

1 Cor. 13:12 - For now we see through a glass, darkly/dimly; but then face  

       to face: now I know in part; but then shall I know even as also I am  

        known.  

 

You invited Him into your heart. He comes up, from your heart, into your 

mind. The mind is at first cloudy. It sees Him dimly. Then as you gain 

knowledge, through faith, you see Jesus clearly.  
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You need to realize the message, of the curtain that was torn open, when 

Jesus was on the Cross. Then you can realize that you can talk to God face to 

face. You will realize that, He is right there/here in front of you, as well as in 

you. You are at His right in the body of Christ. He is in Jesus and Jesus is in 

Him. We are in Jesus and Jesus is in us. Therefore, we are also in God, Jesus 

and the Holy Spirit and they are in us. He said it is finished. It is all right 

there in the Bible, It is finished, Finished and FINISHED. Stop looking for 

the dog and pony show as did the scribes and Pharisees.  

 

The end is near for those that are starting to read and understand the 

Scriptures. That is why it is near, ‘cause Jesus is near. The end is when the 

spiritual old man of Satan dies out. He, the old man or spiritual you, is made 

new. The new is Jesus. It is near when the old man in your soul/mind is 

renewed. It is near when the old physical man is renewed. Death of the old 

man or 666 is the end. IT IS FINISHED. YOU HAVE BEEN CRUCIFIED 

WITH JESUS, because you are raised up with Him as your faith increases 

(raptured). You are crucified daily because the old man is renewed daily as 

your faith increases.  
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Give thanks in all things, because they are telling you, IT IS FINISHED. 

Hell is made for sin and the lies of the Satan. The fire of truth burns the sin 

and lies. When the analogy of purifying the gold is used, it accurately 

describes the burning out of the old man of sin. 

2 Cor. 10:3 - For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war after the flesh: 

2 Cor. 10:4 - (For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty  

       through God to the pulling down of strong holds;) 

2 Cor. 10:5 - Casting down imaginations, and every high thing that exalteth  

       itself against the knowledge of God, and bringing into captivity every  

        thought to the obedience of Christ; 

2 Cor. 10:6 - And having in a readiness to revenge all disobedience, when  

      your obedience is fulfilled. 

These explain the dying of the old man, as in Mark 13? 

 

Get this: the fire of truth or the two edged Sword, cuts out or burns out the 

lies of Satan. The dying or purifying of the old man is hell.  

 

You are the Prodigal Son returned home. You have entered into your 

Father’s rest.  
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Mat. 11:28 - Come unto me, all ye that labour and are heavy laden, and I  

        will give you rest. When you come unto Him, you are in His rest. 

 

Look at it this way, again:  

1.  Jesus is in God, God is in Jesus.  

2.  You are in Him, He is in you.  

3.  He is at the right hand of God. 

4.  He is the head of Christ; you are co-heirs with Christ. 

5.  Therefore, you are also at the right hand of God with Jesus.  

6.  God is in Heaven; therefore you are in Heaven. (Doesn’t seem like it, 

does it?)  

7.  He put the robe/Christ back on His Prodigal son, that was the anointing  

lost in the story of (naked) Adam. 

 

One more time, the Word of God, the Bible has been fulfilled. IT IS 

FINISHED.  

1.   When you gain in knowledge and faith you are, at that very time, being  

      raptured.  

2.   When you see Jesus, you should realize, He has come again.  

3.  When you believe Jesus is the Son of God, you are or can be in paradise. 
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4.  Like the thief on the cross, when he acknowledged that Jesus was the Son 

of  God. Jesus said, “Today, you will be with me in paradise.” (not 

tomorrow) 

 

Can’t you just feel the Father’s arms around you? WELCOME HOME, 

Brother. 

 

I can’t close without telling you a revelation, while in my bathroom chapel. 

My favorite quiet place. When I shower, I pray, reminisce and listen to God. 

One night I was feeling very high and drunk in the Spirit. I said to God, “I 

would like to be able to wrap my arms around you and just feel your love.”  

 

The voice inside of me was very loud and clear: 

Mat. 25:40 -  “And the King shall answer and say unto them, ‘Verily I say  

       unto you, Inasmuch as ye have done it unto one of the least of these my  

       brethren, ye have done it unto me.’” And I said, “Thank you Father, I  

       needed that.” (This is the lesson. When you hug the least of your  

       brethren, rich or poor, old or young, male or female, new Christian or  

        old Christian, you are hugging God.) 
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His Word is the Bread of Life, bon app’etit.  
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DEFINITIONS – Keys Eliminate Confusion 

 

Baptized of water – is the same process that Moses and John the Baptist did 

for those that wanted to take the steps towards the Promise Land. (A 

physical water washing) 

       1. Water administered by a man of the cloth, you’re stepping out in faith 

       2. Born from the water of your mother 

Baptized of the Spirit – Luke 13 - If you then, though you are evil, know 

how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your Father in 

heaven give the Holy Spirit to those who ask him!" 

Born again – is the process of the spiritual old man being made new.  

       1 Peter 1:23 - Being born again, not of corruptible seed, but of  

        incorruptible, by the word of God, which liveth and abideth for ever. 

Born of the Spirit – is spiritual. (see born again) 

       John 3:6 - That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is  

       born of  the Spirit is spirit.  

       John 3:8 - The wind bloweth where it listeth, and thou hearest the sound  

       thereof, but canst not tell whence it cometh, and whither it goeth: so is  

       every one that is born of the Spirit. 
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Chastisement - Heb. 12:5 - And you have forgotten that word of  

       encouragement that addresses you as sons: "My son, do not make light  

        of the Lord's discipline, and do not lose heart when he rebukes you,  

        6 - because the Lord disciplines those he loves, and he punishes  

       everyone he accepts as a son." 

       7 - Endure hardship as discipline; God is treating you as sons. For what  

       son is not disciplined by his father? 

       8 - If you are not disciplined (and everyone undergoes discipline), then  

       you are illegitimate children and not true sons. 

       Rom. 5:3 - And not only that, but we also boast in our sufferings,  

       knowing that suffering produces endurance, 

       4 - and endurance produces character, and character produces hope, 

       5 - and hope does not disappoint us, because God's love has been  

        poured into our hearts through the Holy Spirit that has been given to  

        us. 

       Heb. 10:36 - For you need endurance, so that when you have done the  

       will of God, you may receive what was promised. 

       James 1:2 - My brothers and sisters, whenever you face trials of any  

       kind, consider it nothing but joy, 

       3 - because you know that the testing of your faith produces endurance; 
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       4 - and let endurance have its full effect, so that you may be mature and  

       complete, lacking in nothing. 

       James 5: 11  Indeed we call blessed those who showed endurance. You  

       have heard of the endurance of Job, and you have seen the purpose of  

        he Lord, how the Lord is compassionate and merciful. 

Free will – is the law or knowledge gained from the tree of good and evil. 

We would not have eaten from the tree and fallen if we were not 

predestined.  

Made new – is being born again spiritually. Then the process of renewing 

the mind and body daily begins. This is so that the new spiritual self doesn’t 

live in old wineskin. This is instantanious, like turning on a light in a room, 

no more dark. When Jesus becomes our new Spirit, Satan has to leave.  

       Mark 2:22 - And no one pours new wine into old wineskins. If he  

       does, the wine will burst the skins, and both the wine and the wineskins  

       will be ruined. No, he pours new wine into new wineskins."  

       Rom. 6:6 - Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that  

        the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve  

        sin. 

Predestined – is just what it says, for all of God’s creation. God knows the 

first and last of all His creations. What most preachers refuse to 
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acknowledge is that He also knows the in-betweens. He guides us as any 

good Father does His child. 

       Ps. 23:3  He restoreth my soul: he leadeth me in the paths of  

        righteousness for his name's sake. 

       Ps. 139:12 even the darkness is not dark to you; the night is as bright as  

       the day, for darkness is as light to you. 

       Ps. 139:13  For it was you who formed my inward parts; you knit me  

       together in my mother's womb. 

       Jer. 31:9  They will come with weeping; they will pray as I bring them  

        back. I will lead them beside streams of water on a level path where  

       they will not stumble, because I am Israel's father, and Ephraim is my  

       firstborn son. 

       Heb. 12:13  "Make level paths for your feet," so that the lame may not  

        be disabled, but rather healed. (He does all this for His Prodigal Sons.)  

Renewed – is the process of the mind/soul and body being renewed daily. 

I.e. it is also the process of our mind/soul and body conforming to our new 

position in the new body of Christ. We are a body part in Christ.  

       Mark 13:24  "But in those days, after that suffering, the sun will be  

       darkened (Jesus died for us), and the moon will not give its light, great  

       power and glory. (The devil will lose his power over you and the old  
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       man in you will lose his glory.) 

      Mark 13:25 - and the stars (your thoughts and imagination) will be  

       falling from heaven (your mind), and the powers (believes and  

        religions) in the heavens will be shaken. (Your old thoughts and  

        beliefs.) 

       Mark 13:26 - Then they will see 'the Son of Man coming in clouds' with  

       great power and glory.  

This process is repeated in:  

       2 Cor. 2: 4 - For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty  

       through God to the pulling down of strong holds; 

       2 Cor. 2:5 - Casting down imaginations, and every high thing that  

       exalteth itself against the knowledge of God, and bringing into captivity  

       every thought to the obedience of Christ; 

       Col. 3:10 - and have clothed yourselves with the new self, which is  

        being renewed in knowledge according to the image of its creator.  

       Eph. 4:23 - and to be renewed in the spirit of your minds, 

       Eph. 4:24 - and to clothe yourselves with the new self, created  

        according to the likeness of God in true righteousness and holiness.  

       Deu. 8:2 - Remember the long way that the LORD your God has led  

        you these forty years in the wilderness, in order to humble you, testing  
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       you to know what was in your heart, whether or not you would keep his  

       commandments. 

        Deu 9:15 - who led you through the great and terrible wilderness, an  

        arid wasteland with poisonous snakes and scorpions. He made water  

        flow for you from flint rock, 

        Deu. 29:5 - I have led you forty years in the wilderness. The clothes on  

        your back have not worn out, and the sandals on your feet have not  

        worn out; 

        Neh. 9:19 - you in your great mercies did not forsake them in the  

        wilderness; the pillar of cloud that led them in the way did not leave  

        them by day, nor the pillar of fire by night that gave them light on the  

        way by which they should go. 

        Ps. 78:62 - Then he led out his people like sheep, and guided them in  

        the wilderness like a flock. 

        Jer. 2:6 - They did not say, "Where is the LORD who brought us up  

        from the land of Egypt, who led us in the wilderness, in a land of  

        deserts and pits, in a land of drought and deep darkness, in a land that  

        no one passes through, where no one lives?"  

        Mat. 4:1 - Then Jesus was led up by the Spirit into the wilderness to be  
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        tempted by the devil. (Just as we are during our walk, Jesus did  

        everything He knows we’ll do.)  

        Jer. 29:14 - And I will be found of you, saith the LORD: and I will turn  

        away your captivity, and I will gather you from all the nations, and  

        from all the places whither I have driven you, says the LORD; and I  

        will bring you again into the place whence I caused you to be carried  

        away captive.
